Atlas is a collection of maps or charts, usually
bound together, though the modern atlas can also
be found in multimedia formats, such as on CD-
ROM. The name derives from a custom- initiated
by Gerardus Mercator in the 16'th century — of
using the figure of the titan Atlas, holding the g
lobe on his shoulders, on the frond covers of
books of maps. Abraham ortelius's Epitome of the
Theater of the world (1570)is generally thought to
be the first modern atlas. Atlases often contain
pictures, tabular data, facts about areas, and
indexes of place- names keyed to coordinates of
latitude and longitude or to locational grid with
numbers and letters along the sides of maps.
