- SSLC Preparation: Ensure Standard 10 students are equipped for board exams with targeted
practice.

- Social Awareness: Integrate lessons on social issues (e.g., drug abuse, hygiene, gender
justice) as per the new curriculum’s focus.

4. Academic Calendar and Timeline
The academic year is divided into three terms, starting June 2, 2025, with the first two weeks
dedicated to a social awareness program (no textbooks), focusing on drug abuse, hygiene,

digital discipline, and emotional well-being. The tentative SSLC exam schedule is March
2026.

Term 1: June 2025 — August 2025

- Focus: Introduce new textbooks (Standards 8 and 10), reinforce existing syllabus

- Standard 8: Units 1-2 (prose, poetry, basic grammar), focus on reading and speaking.

- Standard 9: Units 1-2 (prose, poetry, vocabulary), focus on comprehension and descriptive
writing.

- Standard 10: Units 1-2 (prose, poetry, grammar), focus on SSLC-oriented reading and
writing.

- Activities: Storytelling, group reading, ICT-based quizzes (Samagra portal).

- Assessments: First Mid term (June end), formative assessment.




Term 2: September 2025 — December 2025

- Focus: Skill enhancement, creative writing, and mid-term evaluations.

- Standard 8: Units 3-4, grammar (tenses, prepositions), and writing (blogs, letters).

- Standard 9: Units 3-4, grammar (clauses, reported speech), and argumentative writing.

- Standard 10: Units 3-4, grammar (conditionals, modals), and formal writing (reports, essays).
- Activities: Debates, role-plays, digital projects (e.g., presentations on gender justice).

- Assessments: Formative assessment

Term 3: January 2026 — March 2026

- Focus: Revision, SSLC preparation (Standard 10), and summative assessments.

- Standard 8: Revision of all units, practice with sample papers.

- Standard 9: Revision, focus on writing and speaking skills.

- Standard 10: Intensive SSLC preparation, including mock tests and previous year papers.
- Activities: Peer reviews, SSLC workshops, and revision quizzes.

- Assessments: Formative assessment 3 (January), annual exam (March 2026).
