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INDIA TO MARS ON MANGALYAAN

Mangalyaan is the official name of the Mars orbiter, India’s
first interplanetary mission, on 5" November 2013 by the
Indian space research Organization (ISRO).

The Mars orbiter mission probe lifted off
from sreeharikota, Andra Pradesh using PSLV 125(Polar
Satelite Launch Vehicle) rocket, with the successful completion
of his mission, ISRO would become the fourth space agencies
of Russia, USA and EuropeanSpace Agency.

The movement and operation of the orbiter
are being tracked at varies facilities of ISRO at Sriharikota.
port Blair, Brunei and biak in Indonesia. Additional monitoring
is provided by technicians on board two ships SCI, Nalanda
and SCI Yamuna which are currently in position in the south
Pacific near Fiji. q

The probe is planned to start for the Mars
transfer orbit on 1 December 2013. Mars orbit intersection is
