that were created in the past and
still have historical

importance. Itis certainly inevitable for

monuments.

And on the other side,it is always the
matter of pride for us

promotion through its students clubs. Our
heritage club ma-

de markings to let its members familiarize
with 36 heritage

sites, in addition to a memorable and
informative field visit.

The club organized its site visit to
puthenmalika palace ne-

padmanabha swami temple in Trivandrum
on 9" january

as an outdoor activity.
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A two storied palace was built in1840's by
then Travancore

King Maharaja Swathi Thirunal Ramvarma,
the one who is

also known as Garbha sreeman. The
palace is also named

as kuthiramalika considering the 122
horses carved on the

wooden supports of the roof.
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The palace is an exotic example of Kerala
architecture with

its typical slopping roofs, pillared
corridors and courtyard

Teak wood,rose wood and stones have
been used for maki-

ng this palace. The wooden ceilings of
each room have dif-

ferent patterns, proves us the talent of
architects of eightee-

n hundreds, and definitely a far above of
our present days .

The ceiling was painted using the flower
extracts and it re-




. / remains for a period of more than 150 K
years. We can feel

that the beauty consciousness and
concerns were extremely

high even at that time.

The floor is made of egg whites, charcoal,
and lime stone

which keeps the room with a cool effect
even in hot weath-

er condition. The construction of the

palace has done by

5000 Vishwabramins as we were told by
the government

guide. Though there are innumerable
rooms in the palace,

visitors are permitted to access only very
few of them.

The unique marble statues of various
goddess and potrai-

ts of Travancore Kings with their reign
were more a mag-
net for us from the palace collection ,
which includes 14

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: j life size- Kathakali mannequins , Belgian K
and Italian mi-

rrors, armaments of various countries,
musical instrume-

nts, traditional furniture and the other
artifacts.

The palace has remarkable ambience as it
has displayed

two royal thrones, from which one is
made from 24 elep-

hant tusks , the real dantha simhasana!
And it has got a

bohemian crystal with the Travancore

Emblem , conch

adorning the top of the back rest.The
palace has a large

collection of idols and sculptures made of
white marble.

On the first floor we can find an audience
chamber, a

library and a meditation room, where
Swathithirunal

conceived many of his famous musical
compositions.

This area offers a direct view of
padmanabha swami

L y
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/ temple Gopuram. While the small K
wooden stairs too

have carvings of peacock, elephant and
dragon , ceilin-

gs demonstrate the paintings of parrot,
peacock and

elephant.

When we walked into another room , we
were surpri-

sed to see the the picture of our Sree
Chithira Thiru-

nal Balaramavarma , who is positioned to
look each

one of us, even if we stand at different
angles . This

illusionary portrait has been sketched
by Svetoslav

Roerich , a Russian artist . The face and
shoes of the

king appear facing the onlooker from
every angle to

the picture.
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Then we moved to Chithralayam. |
art gallery

in the Rengavilasam Palace. In fact,
Chithralayam

has taken us to an expedition of
history.The rate most

photographs of rituals and ceremonies of
Travancore

royal family has well placed in a
magnificent manner.

We, the students could easily compare and
feel the we-

ightage of ancient days in Travancore.
Tripadidanam.

Thaliyola, written in archaic form of
Tamil language

was another historical attraction that we
found there.
