JOHN MILTON

The 17th century English epic and lyric
poet, Milton was born on 9 December, 1608 in London. He studied at
Christ College, Cambridge. Areopagitica, a pamphlet written by Milton
on freedom of the press is considered a classic. His famous work
Paradise Lost was written to justify the work of God to man. In 1652
he became fully blind. It was after that he wrote world famous
classics. Some of them are Paradise lost, Parasdise Regained, On
his Blindness, Comus, Lycidas etc. Milton also wrote pamphlets, in
favour of divorce and freedom of the press. He died on 8 November
1674.
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JOSEPH ADDISON

English poet, dramatist and essayist,
Addison was born on 1 May, 1672 at Milston, England. After school
education he was enrolled in the Charter House at the age of 14. He
took post graduation from Magdalen College in 1869. Addison’s first
poem was The Campaign published on 14 December, 1705. He wrote
many periodical essays in publications like ‘The Spectator’ and ‘The
Guardian’. Cato, one of the great tragedies of the 18" century, made
Addison an established writer. Some of his important writings are
The Tender Husband, A Letter from ltaly, The Drummer etc. He died
on 17 June, 1719.
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P. B. SHELLEY

World’s greatest English romantic poet,
Shelley was born on 4 August, 1792. Shelley was educated at Syon
House Academy and at Eton. In 1810 Shelley entered University
College, Oxford, but after one year he was expelled from the
University for his attitude towards religious faith.

He wrote very many emotional poems.
Shelley expressed his love of freedom through his poems. He was
always against religion. Some of his famous works are The Revolt of
Islam, To a Skylark, Ode to the West Wind, The Cloud and Alastor.
On 8 July, 1822 at the age of 30 Shelley died in a boat accident.
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WILLIAM SHAKESPEARE

William Shakespeare is a world famous
English dramatist and poet, he was born the son of a merchant at
Stratford. In 1590 he came to London seeking a job, and worked as
a labourer in a Theatre. Continuous contacts with the stage people
made him an actor and he began writing plays and poems. He found
the theme for his plays from some small events of day-to-day life.
Most of his dramas became world famous. Othello, Macbeth,
Merchant of Venice, King Lear, Hamlet etc. are his famous plays
through which Shakespeare is remembered as a living hero. He died
on 23 April, 1616.
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WILLIAM WORDSWORTH

The most famous romantic poet, Wordsworth
was born in 1770 in Cumberland, England. He spent his childhood in
the Lake District, a place of natural beauty. So nature influenced him
very much and this is reflected in his poems. Wordsworth was
known as the greatest of the Romantic poets during the early half of
the 19" century. He expresses through his poems a beautiful
personal touch between a human being and the world of nature
around him. Some of his great works are An Evening Walk, Lyrical
Ballads, The Solitary Reaper, The Prelude, Tintern Abbey and The
Recluse. He died on 23 April, 1850.

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Michael Faraday

Michael Faraday, was an English chemist and physicist
who contributed to the field of Electromagnetism and
electrochemistry. His birth was in London. His parents were too
poor to be able to give him formal education. At a very young
age he began to work in a bookbinding store. As he worked, he
started reading the scientific books. He became highly interesting
in Humphry Davy and his findings. He discovered
electromagnetic induction, diamagnetism, and laws of
electrolysis. As a chemist, Faraday discovered benzene and the
system of oxidation numbers. He popularised the terminology
such as anode, cathode, electrode,and ion. He became a
professor in The Trinity College in 1836.
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A German mathematician and physicist,
famous for the theory of relativity. Motion is ‘relative’ and
therefore, can be measured only in relation to something else.
According to him, the only unchanging quantity is the speed of
light. He paved the way for the rise of the US as a world power
by helping them to develop an atomic bomb. He established the
relationship between mass and energy with the famous equation
E=mc’. He received the Nobel Prize for Physics in 1921.
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Mahatma Gandhi

Mahatma Gandhi was firmly founded upon ahimsa or total non-

violence, which led India to Independence. He was born in Porbandar
and did his studies in England . He practiced in South Africa and
Bombay as a lawyer . It was in 1915 that he returned to India and started
participating in the National Movement . Gandhi revolted vehemently
against the Jallianwala Bagh massacre and soon become the leader of the
congress . Gandhi tirelessly led Indians in the Non- cooperation
movement in 1922. He protested against the British-imposed salt tax,
with the 400km (249mi) Dandi Salt March in 1930. His nature of not
budging from a decision that he makes become a big headache for the
British. At last the Britishers were forced to leave India on 15" August
1947. Nathuram Godse a Hindu fanatic shot him in 1948 that led to his
death.

Children and family counselling programs, orphanages and schools
were also started. Following her death she was beautified by Pope
John Paul I1 and given the title ‘Blessed Teresa of Calcutta.

INDIRA GANDHI

Indira Gandhi is one of the most famous women

administrators of the twentieth century. She was the Prime
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Minister of India for 14 years. She was the daughter of
Jawaharlal Nehru, the first Prime Minister of India, but she

earned a name as an able administrator in her own right.

Indira took bold stands on many issues, sometimes
raising international concern, as in the formation of Bangladesh.
Her declaration of Emergency in India in 1975 proved so
unpopular that is saw her party being voted out of power for the

st time. Her handling of the problem of terrorism in Punjab
ultimately caused her life.

San Fransisco’s own landmark structure, the Golden

Gate Bridge continues to attract visitors from across the
globe every day. The Golden Gate Bridge boasts of
design similar to the Art Deco Theme.

Constructed at a cost of $35 million, the Golden Gate
Bridge has a 4,200ft long main suspension span, which in
fact was a world record that stood for 27 years. The
bridge’s two towers stand tall at 746 feet making them
191 feet taller than the Washington Monument. The five
lane bridge crosses Golden Gate Strait which is about 400
feet, or 130 metres deep. The suspension bridge spanning
the Golden Gate from the opening into the San Fransisco

on the northren tip of the San Fransisco Peninsula to

Marine Country.
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Making it a wonder is the fact that it is the longest
suspension bridge span in the world when it was
completed in 1937. Historical evidence states that
beforethe bridge
was built, only practical short route from San Fransisco to
what Marine Country was by boat, through the interior of
the San Fransisco Bay. The proposal to construct the
Golden Gate Bridge came about in1916. The bridge
earned its name, Golden Gate Bridge, after a mention of it
in1927 by San Francisco city engineer Michael

O’Shaughnessy.

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Wonders of the world

ANGEL FALLS

If the Niagara Falls is a testimony to nature’s
magic, the Angel Falls occupies prime space in the wonders of
the world list for it’s height. It is in fact the world’s highest free-
falling, freshwater waterfall at 3,212 ft. Water drops to around
2,648 ft.
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Located in the Canaima National Park, in
Venezuela, the height of the fall is a stunning site that even
before the water reaches the ground level strong winds turned the
falling water into mist. Through it is claimed that ace aviator
James Crawford Angel discovered the waterfalls, there are
disputes about this. It is also being said that Sir Walter Raleigh
had discovered Angel Falls much before this. However, a
recorded fact is that this stunning site was not known to the
outside world until Angel flew over the waterfalls on November
16, 1933 on a flight while he was searching for a ore bed. In
1937,Angel had returned to the site and thus the world knew. The

waterfall was named Angel Falls in the aviator’s honour.

The official height of the falls was determined by
a National Geographic Society survey carried out by American
journalist Ruth Robertson in 1949. If a visitor has to have a
glimpse of this highest waterfalls, he has to fly from caracas or
Ciudad Boliver to reach Canaima camp, the starting point for
river which would take him to the base of the falls. Currently

travel companies sell packages including an aerial fly by of the

falls.
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MACHU PICHU

One of the most beautiful ancient sites in the
world, Machu Pichu or the Old Peak, is believed to have been
revered as a sacred place during the ancient period. The
historical spot is invisible from below and completely self-
contained, and is surrounded by agricultural terraces sufficient to
feed the population. It is watered by natural springs. Historians
have recorded that situated about 2000 ft above the Urubamba
river, Machu Pichu comprises palaces, baths, temples, storage

rooms and some 150 houses.
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It has been found that the palaces, baths, temples,
storage rooms and houses have been carved from grey granite
and holds testimony to the architectural skills of the ancient time.
Constructed with building blocks that weigh 50 tonnes or more

have been sculpted to perfection and fitted together.

Machu Pichu is believed to have been functioning
as an astronomical observatory. The Intihuatana stone, present
there is believed to have been designed to hitch the sun at the
two equinoxes. It has been recorded that at midday on March 21
and September 21, the sun stands almost directly above the
pillar, creating no shadow at all. There is also an Intihuatana
alignment with the December solstice, when at sunset the sun
sinks behind Pumasillo structure here, which is the most sacred

mountain of the western Vilcabamba range.

The ruins of Machu Pichu remain, but here is no
archaeological evidence to substantiate the assumption that this
cave was a Goddess site. It continues to be a wonder of the world
and has attracted many historian and tourists alike to it’s

foreground.
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MOUNT EVEREST

Mount Everest is the highest mountain peak
in the world and is situated in the Himalayas. Known as
Peak XV till 1856, it was during that year named after Sir
George Everest, the surveyor general of India who served
between 1830 and 1843. The Nepali population calls the

peak Sagarmatha, which translates as Forehead in the Sky.

According to official statistics, the height of
the Mount Everest has been determined to be 29,035 ft.

There have been disputes an arguments that the height is
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not correct and that it is not the highest mountain in the
world. However, going by the scientific surveys completed
in nearly 1990s, there is enough reason to believe that
Mount Everest is indeed the highest mountain in the world.
It has also been found out that the peak even gains a few

millimetres every years to geological action.

According to geologists, Mount Everest is
covered with huge glaciers that descend from the main
peak and has taken the shape of a pyramid-shaped horn.
The peak has never seen temperature rise above freezing

point.

According to historical facts, on 29 May,
1953, an expedition led by John Hunt, Edmund Hilary and
Sherpa Tenzing Norgay successfully completed the first
ascend of Mount Everest. By the mid-1990s, 4,000 people

had attempted to climb Everest and 660 of them

successfully reached the summit. More than 140 of them

died on their way up.

THE GREAT WALL OF CHINA

Built more than 2000 years ago,
the Great Wall of China is the only man made structure
visible from Earth's orbit. Constructed by Qin Shi Huangi,
the first emperor of China during the Qin (Chin)
Dynasty, it is called Wan-Li Qang-Qeng in Chinese,
which means 10000- Li Long Wall (10000Li= about
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5000km). The wall was the result of the extension of
four old fortification walls along the north of China. It
was built by the Emperor after uniting China from seven
warring states. According to archaeologist, The Great
Wall of China is one of the largest building construction
projects ever completed. Extending across the
mountains of the northern China, winding north and
northwest of Beijing, The wall is constructed of

masonry, rocks and packed- earth.

The Ming Dynasty that ruled China during the
1368-1644 period enlarged the monumental structure to
6400km and renovated over a 200 year period, adding

more watch- towers and cannons.

Though there have been talk about the Great Wall

being visible from the moon, astronauts Neil Armstrong,
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Jm Lovell, and Jim Lrwin deny this saying that it can be

seen only from the orbit of the Earth.

MOUNT RUSHMORE

George Washington, Thomas Jefferson,

Theodore Roosevelt and Abraham Lincoln preside

over South Dakota’s landscape, in their stony
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avatars. This memorial to American History is

carved into the southeast face of a mountain.

The idea was conceived in the year1923
by South Dakota’s state historian Doane Robinson.
The idea came about to lure visitors to the Black Hill
of South Dakota. The result was a mountain with
huge carvings of the former presidents of the US.
Doane Robinson was supported by many including
major players in South Dakota and Washington DC.
The Congress also passed a legislation authorizing
the mountain carving in Harney National Forest
Preserve. The first work on the monument began in
1927. Historical evidence states that dynamite was
used to remove rock from the mountain until there
was only a thin,three to six inch layer of granite

leftThe surface was them made smooth to give it a
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finish. George Washington’s head was first carved in
an egg shape, and his features added later. Work on
Jefferson was started on Washington’s right, but
after about two years, the granite cracked and
Jefferson had to be started again on the left side of
Washington.

While Washington’s face was
dedicated on July4, 1934, Thomas Jefferson was
dedicated in 1936. Abraham Lincoln was dedicated
on September 17, 1937, one hundred (fifteenth
anniversary of the singing of the constitution. In
1939, the same year modern plumping and night
lighting was installed at the memorial, Theodore

Roosevelt’s figure was dedicated.

It is a recorded fact that work ceased to

end even dfter the dedications. Work continued on
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the mountain for two more years and finishing

touches were made.

CHARLES DICKENS

Dickens was born on 7 February, 1812 at
Hampshire. During childhood he had a lot of sufferings, and his
schooling ended by the age of 15. In 1833 he began to write essays
and stories for magazines and newspapers. It was Pickwick Papers
that made him a recognised author among the readers. He was
always acutely conscious of the social and economic abysses of

Victorian society. His immense creative energy made him the most
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popular novelist of his age. His great contributions include David

Copperfield,

Barnaby Rudge, Oliver Twist, The Old Curiosity Shop, and
Nicholas Nickelby. He died on 9 June, 1870.

GABRIEL GARCIA MARQUEZ

Latin American novelist and short story writer, was

born on 6 March 1928 in Aracataca, Columbia. The fantasy stories
told by his grandmother influenced Gabriel to write a novel No

One Writes to the Colonel. In 1955 Gabriel published his first
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major work Leaf-storm and other stories. Most of his works are a
combination of realism and fantasy. His most famous novel is One
Hundred Years of Solitude. He was awarded the Nobel Prize for
Literature in 1982. In Evil Hour, Eyes of a Blue Dog, The Autumn
of The Patriarch, The General in his Labyrinth etc. are Gabriel’s

well-known writings.

RABINDRANATH TAGORE

Born on 7 May, 1861 at Jorsanko, Calcutta, Tagore
was a self-taught genius. He believed in world harmony and
brotherhood. These thoughts are reflected in most of his works. He
was the composer of Indian and Bangladesh National Anthems.

The demise of his beloved ones within a short period of time,
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tempted him to write Geethanjali in search of peace. Later he
translated it into English from Bengali, and this made Tagore a
world famous writer. Geethanjali brought him the Nobel Prize in
1913. The Cresent Moon, Fruit Gathering, Lover’s Gift and The
Gardener are some of his contributions to English Literature. He

died on 7 August, 1941.

RUDYARD KIPLING

Poet, short-story writer and journalist, Kipling was a British
citizen born on 10 December, 1865 in Mumbai. He graduated in

1876 from England. His fame rests mainly on his short stories,
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dealing with India, the jungle and its animals etc. His most famous
work is The Jungle Book. ‘Mowgli’ the main character in this book
is very familiar to children all over the world. Some other writings
of Kipling are Many Inventions, Soldiers Three, If, Puk of Pooks,
Just So Stories etc. Seven Universities including Oxford and
Cambridge conferred on Kipling honorary degrees. He received the

Nobel Prize in 1907. He died in London on 18 January, 1936.

ALEXANDER THE GREAT

One of the
greatest commander known and yet, he respected the kings
he had conquered. Alexander was the one who founded the
great city of Alexandria.
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ARISTOTLE

Aristotle was born in Stageira, Macedonia
in Greece. His father was the personal royal doctor of King
Phillip II. Aristotle joined Plato’s Academy at the age of 17.
He spend totally about 20 years in the academy first as a
student then as a teacher. Later Phillip II brought him to the
palace to tutor the young prince Alexander. In 336 BC,

lexander became the king. Aristotle started Lyceum school in

thens. He has written several articles and essays on religion,
politics, philosophy, naturopathy etc. He also collected and
scientifically classified many biological specimens. This was
the first time the classification of organisms was done in any
orm.
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GAUTAMA BUD.DHA

Siddharta, popularly known as Buddha
was born in Kapilavastu. King Suddhodana was his father.
Since his childhood, he was concerned and moved by the
sufferings, struggle for livelihood and the various illnesses of
the people living around him.

One day he left his luxurious palace to
become a monk. He was not convinced by the explanation
given by the various gurus and holymen during his journey.

t last in B.C 528, when he was meditating under a Peepal
tree, he got a vision. After this incident, he was known as
Buddha. Gautama Buddha bestowed his vision to his disciples
and followers and thus to the world. He became the founder
of the great religion Buddhism.
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HELEN KELLER

Helen Keller was an inspirational role
model to both handicapped and healthy people. She was born
in Alabama, America. Tragically, she lost her hearing and
eyesight when she was just 19 months. When she came of age,
her parents joined her into a school for the blind. It was here
that her teacher Annie Sullivan guided and taught her. The
strong bond between them lasted till Annie’s death in 1936.

nnie Sullivan taught her letters and words by relating it to
things that she could understand. She soon picked up French,
Greek, Latin. She was the first deaf and blind person to earn
a Bachelor of Arts degree in Radcliff College. Soon she took up
writing and came up with a touching book ‘The Story of My
Life’. This book has been translated to about 50 languages.
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HIPPOCRATES

Hippocrates is considered as the
ounder of medicine as a science. People used to believe that it
was the ghost that caused diseases. He completely eradicated
this belief by showing scientific proof. He explained the
symptoms of Pneumonia and Epilepsy in children.
Hippocrates was the person to state that thoughts and the
process of thinking were not in the heart but originated in the
brain. He was a revered teacher and writer. He is credited for
providing the code of practices for physicians through the
‘Hippocratic Oath’ and other works. The title of ‘Father of
Medicine’ has been rightly given to him.
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Plato was the favourite disciple of Socrates.
He was born in Athens. Socrates was murdered when Plato
was just 28 years old. He became depressed and was affected
deeply by this incident. He then went for a world tour
covering places like Babylon, Egypt, Libya as well as the
Greek colonies in South Italy. In BC 353, he returned to his
motherland. He immediately set up a school with selected
students. One of them was the world renowned Aristotle.
Plato has written several books of which ‘Republic’ was the
most famous. The speciality of it was that it explains the
philosophy of the great Socrates. The book had been written
in the form of conversation. Plato also supported and fought
or the rights of women.
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Pythagoras was a great thinker and
Philosopher. He was born in Samos, an island in Greece.
During B.C 530 he went to Croton, a Greek colony and settled
there. He had many followers who were popularly known as
the Pythagorians. His contribution in the field of religious
study and philosophy is indeed tremendous. He came into
limelight when he originated the Pythagorean theorem. He
soon began to be known as the ‘Father of Numbers’. His belief
was that any phenomenon in the world could be defined and
ustified through mathematics. He was very fond of music and
soon discovered that songs could be written in the form of
mathematical formulae.He also influenced great men like
Plato.
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Socrates was born in Greece, Athens. He
was a classical Greek Philosopher. He was Plato’s teacher who
in turn was the guru of the great Aristotle. The influence of
his ideas and approach remains strong in the western
philosophy that followed. His belief was that nature had the
greatest strength.He was brutally killed in the end because
people began to think that he was influencing the young
minds in the wrong directions. It was only later that his ideas
began to be respected.
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VALMIKI

Valmiki is considered as one of the first poets of
India. His greatest work was that of Ramayana. As a little
boy named Ratnakaran, he was abandoned in the wild
orest. He was found and looked after by dacoits and soon he
became one himself. One day Ratnakaran attempted to loot
seven hermits. Instead of cursing him, they advised him to
begin meditation. Ratnakaran followed their advice and
began devoted meditation. After several years, the saptarishi
(seven hermits) happened to pass by that place. They heared
the chant ‘Rama Rama’ coming from an anthill. They broke
the anthill only to find Ratnakaran deep in meditation. The
hermits gave the name Valmiki to Ratnakaran. Valmiki at
last broke away from meditation. Valmiki saw a hunter
killing two birds. This site gave him the inspiration to write
the one of the greatest epics ‘Ramayana’. It is a tale about a
king named Rama. It was written between BC 500 and BC
100.
