Kollam district is one of the 14 districts of the state of Kerala, India. The district has a

cross section of Kerala's natural attributes it is endowed with a long coastline
Laccadive Sea seaport and an inland lake Ashtamudi lake. The district has many
water bodies Kallada river is one among them,and land on the east bank of the river
is east Kallada and that on the west bank is west Kallada. Kallada boat race is the
famous festival events of the district. Kollam is known as the capital of Kerala's
cashew industry.Plains,mountains lakes,lagoons,and backwaters, forests, farmland
and rivers makeup the topography of the district. Kollam temperature is almost
steady throughout the year. Average temperature ranges from 25 to 32 degrees
celsius. Kollam receive an annual average rainfall of around 2700 mm. Temperature is
moderately cool from 18 to 25 degrees celsius. Kollam district has a population of
2,6,35,375. The total literacy rate of Kollam district is 94.09%. 45.05% of the
population lives in urban areas. Scheduled castes and Scheduled Tribes makeup
12.46 %and 0.41% of the population. Malayalam is the predominant language spoken
by 99.10% of the population. Small minority of Tamil speakers live Koovakkad village
and bordering areas. Rice is the most important food crop grown in Kerala. More than
60% of the individuals are engaged in the agricultural sector. Kerala has unique
tropical Agro climatic conditions, undulating terrains known for their serene beauty.
Banana pepper and Tapioca has been the most profitable crops in the state Kerala is
known for its produces like coconut,coffee cardamom, tea and is the largest producer
of rubber. The most important traditional art forms of Kerala are Kathakali,
Kalaripayattu, MayilpeeliThookkam, Koodiyattam, Theyyam, Mohiniyattam, Thullal,
Padayani, Pulikali, Thiruvathirakali,Chakyarkoothu, Chavittunadakam etc. Kathakali is
widely known as ' the king of performing arts'. The city of Thiruvananthapuram has
been the centre of cultural activities of Kerala. Kerala sculpture is a mixture of Dravid
and Indian culture
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
