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Vailoppilli

Vailoppilli was an Indian poet of kerala.He was born on 11May 1911
in kaloor in the Eranakulam district. He took his high school
education from St.Albert's high school, trankulam and bachular
Degree in science from Vailoppilli Maharaja's college , Ernakulam. In
1931, he become a teacher in goverment service.

He started writing under the pen name 'ahmed riaz' and his
first collection, kannikkoythu, which attraeted the attention of critics
with its innovative style which broke from the romantic traition. He
was associated with Samastha kerala sahithya parishith the biggest
foeum for malayalam writers at that time, for more than 10 day.
Herepresented kersls in the nation parts meeting held Delhi and
Banglore. In 1970 he touredthe sovient union. He was the first
president of purogamana kala sahithya sangamforum of progressive
writers led by leftist intellectuals and artist.

He is considered by literary historians as one of the major
voices inpoetry who marked the transition from the romantic to
modern era. A scientific insight into the historical roots of social
evolution and a deeper understanding of the psychological
undercurrents of the human mind charaeterise his poetry. His
mastery of the medium is evident in an his poems both and
narrative.

He died on 22 December 1985 and his body was cremated
on the Banks of the river Bharathappuzha, as he had wished.
