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| NOISE NOISE EVERY WHERE....!

veryday we hear different kinds of sound. Some are

sweet and appealing while some are highly disturbing.
Noise refers to such unwanted sounds that are loud and
unpleasant to hear . Technically, they cannot be
distinguished from sound ,as they are both vibrations
through a medium like water or air. The difference
rather happens inside the brain, which receives and
perceives a sound . Commonly, noise is discussed in
terms of decibels (dB) , which is also the measure of
loundness or intensity of a sound. There are different
kinds of noise around us today craft, trains and
industrial sources. Besides, there are also factors like
poor urban planning, construction words, industrial
activities, lound musical performances etc. That
contribute to creating noise. Together, these factors
regularly expose millions of people to noise pollution.
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What is meant by the term noise
nollution?

Noise pollution or sound pollution refers to the

excessive and troublesome sound that affects all living
things on Earth. In the case of people, it casuses both
physical and mental effects. There are many reasons
attributed to this kind of pollution. The predominant
ones are industrial activities. There are many people
who like firecrackers. These firecrackers, when
exploded during, celedrations, and festive occasions
produce huge noise. This is one common example for
noise pollution. Another factor is vehicles. Many studies
have found out that the main source of noise pollution in
huge cities is the sound from different modes of
transportation like cars, buses, trains, trams, airplanes,
etc. In addition, the unrestricted use of loudspeakers
and microphpnes too disturbs people and other living
beings badiy.

What are the main health issues caused
by noise?

There are many ways in which sound pollution affects
a human being.It can cause hearing problems, sleep
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disorders,cardiovascular issues,and other health
issues.Let us look at a few of them in detail.

As you may know unwanted
sound that our ears are not able to filter may cause
serious problem of the body.Certain sounds when
exceed the limit disturb our ear. For example the sound
of a aeroplane or horn.

Constant exposure to such
sounds can damage our ear drum,and cause hearing
loss. Then,there are sleeping issues one developes due to
lound sounds. If we are not able to sleep properly, it will
in turn cause fatigue.

Many students in the past have
suggested that the occurency of aggresive behaviour,
and fatigues can be linked to noise pollution in the later

years of life ,these conditions can possibilly lead to
chronic health issues.
