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“FATHER OF THE COMPUTER”

Charles Babbage, “Father Of The Computer”, was

born on 26 December, 1791 in London. He was an English
Polymath, a Mathematician, Philosopher, inventor and
Mechanical Engineer. Babbage originated the concept of a
digital programmable computer. He is credited with
inventing the first Mechanical computer, the Difference

Engine, that eventually led to more complex electronic
designs. Though all the essential ideas of modern computers
are to be found in Babbage's Analytical Engine, programmed

using a principle openly borrowed from the Jacquard Loom.
Babbage had a broad range of interests in addition to his
work on computers covered in his book “Economy of
Manufactures and Machinery”. His varied work in other fields

has led him to be described as "pre-eminent" among the




many polymaths of his century. He is a Gold Medallist of the
Royal Astronomical Society (RAS) in 1824. Babbage died
before the complete successful engineering of many of his

designs, including his Difference Engine and Analytical
Engine, and thus it remained a prominent figure in the
ideating of computing. He made notable contributions in
other areas as well. He assisted in establishing the modern
postal system in England and compiled the first reliable
actuarial tables. He also invented a type of speedometer
and the locomotive cowcatcher. He passed away on 18
October, 1871 at Marylebone, London at the age of 79.
