Duration: June to March

I. Foundational Phase (June - August): Building Blocks & Basic Communication

A. June:

Review & Refresh

= Focus Areas:

« Review of Basic Grammar: Nouns, Pronouns, Verbs (basic tenses - Simple Present, Present
Continuous, Simple Past), Adjectives, Adverbs.

e \Vacabulary Building: High-frequency words, words related ta school, family, daily routines.

e Listening: Identifying main ideas and key details in short conversations/stories.

e Speaking: Self-introduction, asking and answering simple persanal questions, describing
people/objects simply.

e Reading: Reading short, simple texts for comprehension, identifying characters and settings.
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e Writing: Forming simple sentences, writing shart descriptive paragraphs (3-5 sentences) about
self/family.

e Activities: "All About Me" presentations, "Show and Tell," simple dictation, word games (e.g.,
pictionary with basic words), reading aloud, sentence construction drills.

e Assessment: Diagnostic test for grammar, informal observation of speaking/listening, short
writing tasks.

B. July:
Expanding Sentences & Daily Interactions

¢ Focus Areas:

e Grammar: Articles (a, an, the), Prepositions of place and time, Conjunctions (and, but, or),
Subject-Verb Agreement.

* \acabulary: Words related to hobbies, emotions, commaon actions.

* Llistening: Following multi-step instructions, understanding short narratives.

e Speaking: Describing daily routines, expressing likes/dislikes, asking for and giving directions.

« Reading: Reading longer simple stories, identifying cause and effect, inferring meaning from
context.

e Writing: Writing shart paragraphs about daily activities, simple narratives, writing friendly
letters (basic format).

® Activities: Role-plays (e.g., ardering food, asking for directions), picture description, storytelling
(oral and written), "Simon Says” for instructions, group discussions on favourite hobbies.

e Assessment: Quizzes on grammar, comprehension questions for reading, short speaking tasks,
written assignments.

C. August:
Describing & Narrating

¢ Focus Areas:

e Grammar: Past Continuous, Future Simple (will/be going to), Comparative and Superlative
Adjectives, Adverbs of manner.

*« Vocabulary: Describing people, places, and events; synonyms and antonyms.

e Listening: Listening for specific information in short announcements/dialogues.

* Speaking: Describing past events, narrating short personal experiences, expressing opinions with
reasons.

e Reading: Reading age-appropriate fiction and non-fiction texts, identifying plot, characters, and
setting.

* Writing: Writing descriptive paragraphs (people, places), simple narratives with a clear
beginning, middle, and end.

s Activities: "Describe the Picture” game, storytelling sessions (students narrating), mack
interviews, debates on simple topics

¢ Assessment: Grammar tests, comprehension exercises, individual presentations, creative writing
prompts.

¢ |I. Developing Fluency & Accuracy (September - November): Deeper Engagement
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D, September:
Understanding & Expressing Actions

® Focus Areas:

e Grammar: Present Perfect, Passive Voice (basic), Modals (can, could, should, must), Direct and
Indirect Speech (simple statements).

e Vocabulary: Action verbs, words related to emotions and feelings, idiomatic expressions
(simple).

» Listening: Understanding spoken instructions, identifying speaker’s purpose/tone.

e Speaking: Role-playing various social situations, expressing agreement/disagreement, giving
advice.

» Reading: Analyzing characters and themes in stories, understanding factual texts, identifying
opinions vs. facts.

e Writing: Writing short dialogues, simple reports, essays on familiar topics (5-7 sentences),
developing paragraphs with topic sentences and supporting details.

e Activities: News reading (simplified), short skits/plays, group discussions an current events,
debates, writing short stories collaboratively.

* Assessment: Mid-term exams, oral presentations, writing assessments (essays, dialogues).

E. October:
Exploring Forms & Functions

e Focus Areas:

e Grammar: Reported Speech {questions and commands), Conditional Sentences (Type 1), Phrasal
Verbs (common ones).

e Vocabulary: Words related to problem-solving, technology (basic), environment.

e Listening: Listening to longer narratives, understanding different accents (simple).

* Speaking: Discussing solutions to problems, presenting information, participating in
formal/informal conversations.

e Reading: Reading articles, short poems, understanding literary devices (similes, metaphors -
simple).

* Writing: Writing formal letters (simple requests/complaints), creating short poems, summarizing
texts,

® Activities: Debates, group problem-solving tasks, project-based learning (e.g., creating a class
newsletter), poetry recitation, short movie analyses.

e Assessment: Quizzes on new grammar concepts, group prajects with presentations, writing
tasks (summary, formal letter).

E. November:

Refinement & Fluency
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s Focus Areas:

s Grammar: Review of all tenses, common errors correction, sentence transformation.

e Vocabulary: Expanding vocabulary through prefixes, suffixes, root words; context clues.

e Listening: Listening for implied meaning, critically evaluating spoken information.

e Speaking: Expressing complex ideas, leading discussions, impromptu speaking.

¢ Reading: Reading various genres (biographies, travelogues), critical reading, identifying author's
purpose.

e Writing: Writing argumentative paragraphs, persuasive essays, creative writing (stories, poems
with more detail).

e Activities: Debates, public speaking practice, reading circles, creative writing workshops, peer
editing sessions.

e Assessment: Comprehensive grammar tests, extended speaking tasks (e.g., debates,
presentations), longer writing assignments.

Consolidation & Review

* Focus Areas:

» Comprehensive Grammar Review: Reinforce all previously taught grammar points through
varied exercises.

* Listening & Speaking: Active listening strategies, effective public speaking techniques, group
discussions on complex topics.

* Reading: Intensive reading of challenging texts, speed reading techniques, comprehension of
complex sentences.

* Writing: Essay writing {various types - descriptive, narrative, argumentative), formal and
informal writing styles.

» Activities: Revision games, grammar clinics, debates, extempore speeches, mock interviews,
reading comprehension challenges, creative writing competitions.

e Assessment: Comprehensive unit tests, formative assessments through ongoing activities.

e Research Skills: Using English for research {online, library).

* Presentation Skills: Planning, organizing, and delivering presentations in English.

s Activities: Research projects [e.g., on a famous personality, a social issue), class debates on
current affairs, student-led workshops, creating short documentaries/podcasts in English.
