We do not know much about the life of Aryabhatta II. Historian’s
have different views about his date. The most famous work by Aryabhatta
I is the Mahasiddhanta. This work has eighteen chapters. It is written in
Sanskrit verse. The first twelve chapters deal with mathematical
astronomy. They cover the usual topics that Indian mathematicians
worked on during this period. The longitudes of the planets, eclipses of
the sun and moon and the projection of eclipses are discussed in these
chapters.

The remaining six chapters of the Mahasiddhanta form a separate
part. This section is titled on the sphere. It discusses topics such as
geometry, geography, and algebra. In Mahasiddhanta Aryabhatta II gives
some rules to solve the indeterminate equation: by = ax + c. Aryabhatta II
also gave amethod to calculate the cube root of a number. However, it was
not a new method

Aryabhatta II constructed a sine table. It was correct up to five decimal
places. Indian mathematicians were very interested in giving accurate sine tables. The
reason is that they were used to calculate the planetary positions as accurately as
possible. :

Blaise Pascal was a French mathematician.

He was also famous as a physicist, religious philosopher, and master of
prose. He laid the foundation for the modern theory of probabilities. He
formulated Pascal’s law of pressure. He also propagated a religious
doctrine. This doctrine taught the experience of God through the heart
rather than through reason. This philosophy had much influence on many
philosophers.

Blaise Pascal’s father was Etienne Pascal. He decided to teach his son
himself. He didn’t want to teach his son mathematics till he was 15 years
old. Therefore, all mathematicians texts were removed from their house. It
made Blaise Pascal curious. He started to work on geometry himself at
the age of 12. At that very young age he discovered that the sum of the
angles of a triangle are 2 right angles. His father came to know the son’s

talents in mathematics. As a gift he allowed Pascal a copy of Euclid.

At the age of 16 Pascal presented a single piece of paper
to one of Mersenne’s meetings. It contained a number of projective
geometry theorems. Pascal invented the first digital calculator in
16421t was designed to help his father. The device, called the

Pascaline, resembled a mechanical calculator of the 1940’s.
