Kalam planned the program that produced a number of
successful missiles which helped earn him the nick name
“Missile Man” among those successful wag agni , india’s
first intermediate range ballistic missile , which in
corporate aspects of the SLV-111 and was launched in
1989 from 1992 to 1997 kalam was scientific adviser to
the defence minister and the government with the rank of
