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INCREASING CHILD LABOUR IN INDIA

Child labour is the practice of having children engage in economic activity on a part-
or-full time basis. The practice deprives children of their childhood, and is harmful to their
physical and mental development. Poverty,lack of good schools and growth of the informal
economy are considered to be the key causes of child labour in India.

The 1998 national census of India estimated the total no of child labour aged 5 to

14 age group,to be at 12.6 million,out of a total child population 253 million in the 5 to 14
age group. Indian law specifically defines 64 industries as hazardous and it is criminal
offence to employ children in such hazardous industries. Notably the constitution of India
prohibits child labour as a fundamental right under article 24, UNICEF estimates that India
with its large population has the highest number of labourers in the world less than 14 years
age. The International Labour Organisation estimates that agricultural sector is the largest
employer of child in India.
