biological diversity by the year 2024 across
the world. Not only terrestrial landscapes the
wet land area has only receded upto 80 % in
the south east Asia and account of conservation
agricultural land for developmental activities

Urbanization , loss of native
species and expansion of territories taken over
by in invasive species are some prominent
environmental challenges countries are facing
these days.

Some of the methods by which
conservation is being practiced today include
biosphere reserves , national parks and wild
life sanctuaries. These have helped in rescuing
