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Deforestation

> balance in the atmosphere

~ regulation of temperature

~ prevention of soil erosion

~ tree diseases.

Forests are often planted to protect against

natural disasters. When forests are lost, very often
the soil they protected is also lost. This loss of soil is

called erosion. .
