We use “do/does” to make questions and negative sentences in simple present tense
» E.g. does he go to school by bus?
» Do they play cricket every day?
» Does Sheela sing well?
» Do you want some more practice?
Negatives
Negatives are formed by using negative words such as not,never,neitheretc
e.g. They don’t drink cold water
She doesn’t like sweets.
We never forget our freedom struggle.
They are neither rich nor proud.

When there is no auxiliary verb,We should split the main verb and take the “do”
form and make questions or negatives.
