Hockey

The inaugural Olympic HocKey Competition for men was
held in London in 1908 with
England, Ireland, Scotland and
Wales competing separately.
With the addition of Germany
and France, the competition ran
with six teams.

After having made its first

appearance at the London Games,

hockey was subsequently dropped from the 1912
Stockholm Games after host nations were granted
control over ‘optional sports’. It reappeared in 1920 in
Antwerp after pressure from Belgian hocKey advocates
before being omitted again in Paris in 1924.
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The formation of the International HocKey Federation in
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1924 was not soon enough for the Paris Olympics but it
did grant hocKey re-entry in Amsterdam in 1928. HocKey
has been on the programme ever since, with women's
hocKey included for the first time in Moscow in 1980.
These founding members, which represented both men's
and women's hocKey in their countries, were Austria,
Belgium, Czechoslovakia, France, Hungary, Spain and
Switzerland.

Popularised in the late 19th century, the women's game
developed quicKly in many countries. In 1927, the
International Federation of Women's HocKey
Associations was formed. By 1964, there were already
50 countries affiliated with the FIH, as well as three
