MARIECURIE

Marie Curie was a
Polish, French,
physicist and chemist.
Her full name is

Marie Salomea
Sklodowski Curie.

She was born in

7! November 1867

at Warsaw, Poland. Her
father’s name is Wladyslaw Sklodowski and
her mother’s name is Bronislawa
Sklodowski. She studied in the university of
Paris. She married Pierre Curie in 1895 who
was a professor in the school of Physics.
They had 2 children, Irene Joliot Curie and
Eve Curie. In July 1898 Marie Curie and
Pierre Curie discovered Polonium. They

named the element after Marie’s birth place
Poland.

In the same year the curie couples discovered
Radium. She worked for the treatment of
cancer. During world war 1 she developed
mobile radiography units to provide x-ray
services. She was the first women to win
Nobel Prize, the first person to win Nobel
Prize twice, and the only person to win a
Nobel prize in scientific fields, Physics and




Chemistry. She received numerous honours
and tributes. Her works not only helped in the
development of fundamental rights but also
began a new era in medical research. She
caused Aplastic anaemia from a long time
exposure to radiation. She died in 4% July
1934 at Passy, France




Gabriel Garcia Marquez

(1928-2014) was a
colombian novelist,
short story writer,
screenwriter and
jjournalist. He was
affectionately called .
‘Gabo’He was awarded
the Neustadt
International prize for literature in 1972

From the late 1980s,Jackson became a
figure of controversy and speculation due




to his changing
appearance,relationships,behavior,and
lifestyle.In 1993 he was accused of
sexually abusing the child of a family
friend. The lawsuit was settled out of civil
court;Jackson was not indicted due to lack
of evidence. In 2005 he was tried and
acquitted of further child sexual abuse
allegations and several other charges.

WORLD WAR 1

World War I was one of
the great watersheds of 20th-century
geopolltlcal history. It led to the fall of
our great 1mper1al dynastles (in
Germany, Russia, Austria-Hungary, and
Turkey), resulted in the Bolshevik
Revolution in Russia, and, in its
destabilization of European society, laid
the groundwork for World War 11.




WORLD WAR 2

World War II began in
Europe on September 1, 1939, when
Germany invaded Poland. Great Britain
and France responded by declaring war
on Germany on September 3. The war
between the U.S.S.R. and Germany began
on June 22, 1941, with Operation
Barbarossa, the German invasion of the
Soviet Union.

FRENCH REVOLUTION

The French Revolution
was a period of major social upheaval
that began in 1787 and ended 1n 1799. It
sought to completely change the
relationship between the rulers and
those they governed and to redefine the
nature of political power.

KOREAN WAR

Korean War, conflict
between the Democratic People's
Republic of Korea (North Korea) and the
Republic of Korea (South Korea) in
which at least 2.5 million persons lost
their lives. The war reached
international proportions in June 1950




when North Korea, supplied and

advised by the Soviet Union, invaded the
South.

AMERICAN WAR OF
INDEPENDENCE

The American
Revolution—also called the U.S. War of
Independence—was the insurrection
fought between 1775 and 1783 through
which 13 of Great Britain's North
American colonies threw off British rule
to establish the sovereign United States
of America, founded with the
Declaration of Independence in 1776

COLD WAR

The Cold War was an
ongoing political rivalry between the
United States and the Soviet Union and
their respective allies that developed
after World War II. This hostility
between the two superpowers was first

given its name by George Orwell in an
article published in 1945




INDO PAKISTANI WAR

This war was fought between
India and Pakistan over the region of
Kashmir from October 21, 1947, to
December 31, 1948. The second war, in
1965, also concerned the disputed
territory of Kashmir. Their third war, in
1971, occurred when India intervened to

end the Bangladesh War of
Independence, defeating Pakistan.

GULF WAR

The invasion of Kuwait led to
a United Nations Security Council
embargo and sanctions on Iraq and a
U.S.-led coalition air and ground war,
which began on January 16, 1991, and
ended with an Iraqi defeat and retreat
from Kuwait on February 28, 1991.

MEXICAN AMERICAN WAR

The Mexican-American War
of 1846 to 1848 marked the first U.S.
armed conflict chiefly fought on foreign
soil. It pitted a politically divided and
militarily unprepared Mexico against the
expansionist-minded administration of
U.S. President James K.
