RALPH BRAUN



The late founder of the Braun corporation one of the leading manufactures of wheelchair
accessible vehicles and named “a champion of change by president Barack Obama, Ralph
was a man who thrived on bringing the freedom of mobility to people living with
disabilities.

Born with muscular dystrophy, Ralph started his career in1966 when he created the first
wheelchair accessible van with hand controls and in 1991 Ralph’s company, Braun ability,
created the first accessible minivan. Braun’s vision had brought mobility via four wheels to
millions of people around the world.

MARLEE MATLIN
Marlee is an Academy Award winning actress known for her leading role in children of a
lesser God (1986). Deaf since the age of 18 months due to genetically malformed cochlea,
Matlin also received a Golden Globe award for her role in children of a lesser God, and has
since gone on to guest star in many high profile television series such as The L. Word and
Law &Order.

HELEN KELLER
An American author, political activist, and lecturer, Helen Keller was the
first deaf and blind person to earn a Bachelor of Arts degree. Her story was
famously portrayed in the play and film, the Miracle Worker, which
documented how her teacher Anne Sullivan was finally able to develop a



language that Helen could understand.

Helen wrote a total of twelve published books, including her spiritual
autobiography, my Religion, and was also a member of the socialist party in
America. She campaigned heavily for women’s rights and other labour rights, and
was also awarded the presidential medal of freedom by London Johnson in 1964.
