Thakazhi Sivasankara Pillai

ThakazhiSivasankaraPillai (17 April
1912 — 10 April 1999), popularly known
as Thakazhi after his place of birth, was
an Indian novelist and short story writer
of Malayalam literature. He wrote over
30 novels and novellas and over 600 short |

stories focusing on the lives of the

oppressed classes. Known for his works
such as Kayar (Coir, 1978) and Chemmeen (Prawns, 1956), Pillai was a
recipient of the Padma Bhushan, the third highest Indian civilian
award. He was also a recipient of the Njanapeedam, India's highest
literary award, awarded in 1984 for the novel Kayar. He died on April
10, 1999, at the age of 86, survived by his wife, who died on June 1,
2011.

Literary career

His first short story was Daridran (The Poor) which was published in
1929. After many short stories, he wrote Thyagathinu Prathiphalam
(Fruits of sacrifice) in 1934 which primarily dealt with the social

injustices prevalent during that time.This was the first of his 39 novels;
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he also published 21 anthologies composed of over 600 short stories,

two plays and four memoirs.

Pillai's literary works are known to portray the society in Kerala in the
mid-20th century. His political novel, Randidangazhi (Two Measures,
1948), projected the evils of the feudal system that prevailed in Kerala
then, especially in Kuttanad. In 1956, Pillai published his love epic
Chemmeen (Prawns), which was a departure from his earlier line of
realism and the novel received critical acclaim, becoming the first post-
colonial Indian novel to be translated into English; the English
translation was accepted into the Indian Series of UNESCO Collection
of Representative Works.[11] It told a tragic love story against the
backdrop of a fishing village in Alappuzha. His next notable work was
Enippadikal (Rungs of the Ladder), published in 1964, which traces the
careerism of an ambitious bureaucrat whose lust for power and
position becomes his own undoing. The novel was adapted into a movie

in 1973 by Thoppil Bhasi. Anubhavangal Paalichakal.
Awards and honours

Pillai wrote Kayar (Coir) in 1978, a long novel extending to over 1000
pages, covering the history of several generations in Kuttanad for over
200 years and is considered by many as his masterpiece, n spite of the

popularity of Chemmeen.
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Pillai received the Sahitya Akademi Award in 1957 for the love epic,
Chemmeen. Keral Sahitya Akademi selected Enippadikal for their
annual award for novels in 1965. His Novel, Kayar was selected for the
Vayalar Award in 1984, and he received the highest Indian literary
award, Njanapeedam in 1984 and a year later, the Government of India
awarded him the third highest civilian honour of the Padma Bhushan.
Sahitya Akademi elected him as a distinguished fellow in 1989; he had
already been a distinguished fellow of the Kerala Sahitya Akademi by
then. In 1994, the Government of Kerala awarded him Ezhuthachan
Puraskaram, their highest literary honour.In 1996 he was conferred
with an honorary doctorate (D.Litt) by Mahatma Gandhi
University.Sahitya Akademi commissioned a documentary film on the
life of Pillai to be made and M. T. Vasudevan Nair made Thakazhi, a
documentary film of 57 minutes length, which was released a year
before Pillai's death in 1998. The Government of Kerala acquired
Sankaramanagala, the ancestral home of Pillai, in 2000 and a museum,
Thakazhi Memorial Museum was set up in 2001, honoring the writer's

memory.

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Understanding modern China can be a difficult task. China is cut off
from the Western world in terms of its pictographic language and its
divergent politics, yet China is still a major superpower and world player,
with one of the fastest growing economies and the largest population
(1.5bn). China, in Chinese, is called ‘Zhong Guo’ (FF[E), which literally
means ‘middle country’. To the Chinese, their country is the middle of the
world and, in terms of modern culture, this is an easy point to argue. Thus,
to understand any part of the world that we live in today, we should try to
understand China. Here are a few books that may help you to do this.

The Dream of the Red Chamber or The Story of the Stone, Cao Xueqin
(1868)
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This 19th-century novel is so long that it has been split into five
volumes for its modern publications. It is one of China’s Four Great
Classical Novels. When asking about important Chinese literature, it is the
first book that Chinese people will recommend. Read this novel if you want
to learn about courtly Chinese life before the changes that occurred in the
country during the 20th century. In its translation, it is radically different
from English literary styles. Each chapter ends with a sentence such as, ‘But
the outcome of this discussion will be dealt with in the following chapter.’ If
that suspense doesn’t make you want to read more, I don’t know what will!

Age of Ambition, Evan Osnos (2014)

In his critically acclaimed debut, journalist Evan Osnos’s observational
non-fiction novel aims to dispel preconceived notions about modern China.
He gives 21st-century Chinese people a voice in the West by interviewing
them and retelling their stories in a sensitive yet honestly revealing way.

Wish Lanterns: Young Lives in New China, Alec Ash (2015)

Alec Ash tells six stories of China’s youth, the millennials that are
shaping China today. Through the lives of Fred, Lucifer, Xiaoxiao, Mia,
Snail and Dahai, Ash investigates how modern-day China affects (and is
affected by) the young.

Oxford Illustrated History of Modern China, ed. Jeffrey N.
Wasserstrom (2015)

A brilliant collection of informative essays accompanied by beautiful
photographs, which build up a picture of China’s place on the global stage.

Wild Swans: Three Daughters of China, Jung Chang (1991)

If you only read one book from this list, make it Jung Chang’s Wild
Swans. Chang moved to England in the late 70s to study English. She ended
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up being the first Chinese person to be awarded a PhD from a British
university. Written in English, the novel explains 20th-century China from
the perspective of women from three generations of Chang’s family. The
first, her grandmother, was a concubine for an important military general at
the turn of the 20th century. Her mother grew up during the upheaval of
Chinese politics in the early 20thcentury and eventually became a
Communist party official. Chang tells her part of the story against the
backdrop of Mao’s Communism and expresses the ups and downs of the
latter half of the20thcentury in moving ways. It is an important novel for
understanding women’s place during this tumultuous period. Not only this,
the novel makes us consider how China stands today, on its own and in a
global context.

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Ancient Technology

One of the most famous archaeological discoveries in all of history is The
Terracota Army. It's also called the Terracotta Warriors and Horses and they
were found by farmers digging for a well on the outskirts of Xi’an in 1974.
Becoming a UNESCO World Heritage site in 1987, the spectacular figures
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continue to attract millions of visitors from all over the world. Yet the
excavations are unfinished. Famously, archaeological work at the site and
the accompanying Mausoleum of the First Qin Emperor has been allowed to
slow down until technology advances enough to preserve the artefacts
currently buried underground. In addition to this, safety concerns have been
raised regarding the unusually high levels of mercury found on the soil.
Allegedly this is from the mercury streams which were inlaid in the floor of
the burial chamber, but only time will tell if this ancient tale is true.

Currently 8000 soldiers have been found, each one with a distinctively
different look. This was achieved through an early use of assembly-line-
type construction. The warriors were assembled using moulds, with 8
different heads to choose from, and features being added with additional
clay by skilled craftsmen. Studying the warriors and their horses offers
historians an important insight into this period in Chinese history. The
technology used to assemble the underground army was truly remarkable.
Over 40,000 bronze weapons were found, and after more than 2000 years
they still appear sharp. How is this possible? The ancient Chinese managed
to use protective chrome plating, something which was thought to have
been invented in Germany in 1937! Chinese metallurgy was thousands of
years ahead of its time.

When it is finally uncovered, the sight will truly be spectacular and much
more will be understood about China’s first Emperor and the level of
technology the ancient Chinese possessed.

So, what are the roots of Martinique’s culture? Most of the population of
Martinique are of African descent. They can trace their history back to
Africans who were brought to the Caribbean as slaves. After the abolition of
slavery, many Caribbean societies embraced forms of African culture and
identity, which are strongly in evidence today. As an overseas department of
France and a former colony of France, Martinique is also deeply influenced
by French culture. This is what makes the island, along with Guadeloupe,
different from other Caribbean islands. The people of Martinique identify as
French, but also as Caribbean and African. Carnival is an expression in the
truest form of the fusion of French, African and Caribbean cultures that run
deep in the island, making it the unique melting pot it is today.
