 Historical Site Visits/Virtual Tours : Field visits to historical sites or virtual tours can provide a
tangible connection to the past, making history more immersive.

 “Living History” Projects : Students can research and present on a specific historical period,
embodying the lives of people from that era through costumes, presentations, and even food.

Geography-Focused Activities :

 Mapping Activities : Extensive use of physical and political maps, including labeling countries,
capitals, major physical features, and understanding scales and symbols. This can involve creating
their own maps for specific regions or themes.

 Field Visits and Exhibitions : Organizing field visits to study local geography, landforms, and
resource utilization, as well as exhibitions of different types of maps, charts, and atlases.
