*The start of world war 2 produced a large need for computer capacity.

ENIAC was therefore about
1,000 times faster then the

*previous generation of relay computers.

. ENIAC used 18,000 vacuum tubes, about
1,800 square feet of floor space, and consumed about 180,000 watts of
electrical power . It had punched cards 1/0, 1 divider/square rooter ,and 20
adder using decimal ring counters ,which served as adder and also quick:
access ( .0002 seconds ) read-write register storage . The executable
instructions making up a program were embodied in the separate "units" of
ENIAC, Which were plugged together to form a 'route’ for the flow of
information

. These connections had to be redone
after each computation, together with presetting function tables and
switches . This "wire your own" technique was inconvenient (for obvious

The word ‘democracy’ has a Greek origin. “Demo’ means
‘people’, whilst ‘cracy’ means ‘power’. Thus, a
democracy is a type of government system where the

people of the country have the power to make decisions

about their country and the government doesn’t simply

impose its decision on the people.

Herodotus, the Greek writer, defined democracy as that form of
government in which the supreme power of the state is vested in the

hands of the community as a whole.

Democracy has very ancient origin. The primitive people probably elected
the headman that ruled over them, but there is no doubt that there were
democratic forms of government in ancient India. But these democracies

did not last lonyg.

Advantages
Responsible and accountable Government:

The democratic form of government is run by the elected
representatives of the people of the country. It is the people of the
democratic country who rule the country through their representatives.

Thus, the elected representatives act responsible for the well-being of
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citizens of the country. Democracy ensures popular control and popular
responsibility and the elected representatives remains accountable to

them.
Equality and fraternity:

Democracy preaches the equality and fraternity of men. The idea of
the equality of man was strengthened by the idea of nationalism. Every
nation felt that it had the right to be free, to throw off foreign
domination. If that is so, if a nation has the right of self-determination,
it follows logically that every man has the right to determine how he will
be governed. The modern world is dominated by two principles, viz.

democracy and nationalism.
Sense of responsibility among common people:

The achievements of democracy are many. It has infused into the
common people a sense for responsibility and power. It has enriched the
life of the people who take a warm interest in the affairs of their country
and of the world. With greater and greater democracy has come greater
and greater freedom. Everyone is free to express his opinions, and
although occasionally there may be restrictions on individuals, personal
liberty is the goal of democracy, and there is more freedom is democracy

than in any other form of government.

Self-government:
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Democracy has gradually become universal because it is inevitable.
Man is born with an innate tendency to be free, and he cannot felp
feeling that he should govern himself. He may be more effectively
governed by others, but he will say that good government is no substitute
for self-government, and in actual practice, democracy has improved the
lot of the common man beyond the dreams of his forefathers who lived
under Kingship or feudalism. The common man is now not only freer, but
he is more educated and wealthier and happier than he used to be in the

part.

Disadvantages

Democracy is the best form of government so far found, but democracy is
not without its defects and its critics. In ancient times when states were
small, men would gather in a particular place and decide everything by

vote. Here democracy was direct.

As the size of states is becoming larger and larger, we have to
content ourselves with indirect or representative democracy. We vote for
our representatives, and it is they who carry on the government, and the
common man relapses into political indolence. So the vast majority of
people who form the electorate are politically active only once or twice in
four or five years. Very often, it is found that the elected representative is

a power-loving person. They work, for their personal and ignore the
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interest of the nation.

A large number of uneducated voters participate in the election
process. As they have very little to do in matters of government except
recording their vote, they have no political experience and become victims
of powerful people who deceive them with large promises and use them for

their own private ends.

The common people have no political experience. They don’t have the
political wisdom. A wise, average, and an innocent person have equal
voting rights. Ignorant people may or may not vote for the right
candidate. It is only likely that a company of innocent people will elect
one among-st themselves and not the right candidate to represent them. It
cannot, therefore, be the best form of government. At times, average
people fail to accept new ideas. They tend to attach to stick to old ideas
and select candidates on the basis of tradition. The masses hardly care for

logic and reason. They easily react to popular slogans.

Another charge against democracy is that as it gives freedom of
expression to all shades of opinion. It easily leads to the formation of
parties, and party government only means talk and talk and talk,

democratic parliaments being more or less dignified debating societies.

The power is not centralized which delays the decision maKing
process. A number of formalities are to be observed in decision maKing and

adopting process. At times, it becomes difficult to take quick measures in
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the best interest of the country. This acts as an hindrance for economic

growth and development.

Conclusion

The arguments against democracy have only a temporary significance.
The electorates do, indeed, vote once in a few years, but they can take an
intelligent interest in the daily affairs of their countries. Democracy is
becoming more and more effective as education is becoming more and more

widespread.

It is, indeed, true that democracy means discussion, opposition and thus
it slows down movement. But that is a blessing rather than a curse. It is
desirable that all measures be examined thoroughly before they are put

into practice.

As technology increases, robots not only become self-
sufficient through autonomous behavior but actually manip-
ulate the world around them.

routines . A crucial part in any robotic systems is the mod-
eling and analysis of the robot Kinematics. This paper aims
to create a straightforward and repeatable process to solve
the problem of robotic arm positioning for local autonomy.
There have been many methods presented to allow this func-
tionality (. However, the majority of these methods use
incredibly complex mathematical procedures to achieve the
goals. Using a few basic assumptions regarding the worKing
environment of the robot and the type of manipulation to
take place, this paper proposes an easier solution which relies
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solely on the designation of a point in the three-dimensional
space within the physical reach of the robotic arm. This
solution has been achieved using a strictly trigonometric
analysis in relation to a geometric representation of an arm
mounted to a mobile robot platform.

In addition to the ability of robustly reaching for an

object in space, it is also vital that the robot has some way
of autonomously discovering such objects, determining
whether they are capable of manipulation, and relaying the
coordinates to the arm for positioning. There has been work,
done in the area of manipulating objects without the ability
of autonomously determining their position . The

approach in this paper is similar to that used by Xu et al.
[6], in which an end effector is capable of retrieving various
objects from the floor. The robot is assumed to have already
located an object through various means and positioned
itself in the correct orientation in front of the object. This
robust grasping algorithm can then be combined with other
work involving path planning, obstacle avoidance, and
object tracKing in order to produce a more capable robot.

It
was the worst flooding in Kerala in nearly a century. Over 483 people
died, 14 are missing. At least a million people were evacuated, mainly
from Chengannur, Pandanad, Edanad, Aranmula, Kozhencherry, Ayiroor,
Ranni, Pandalam, Kuttanad, Aluva, and Chalakudy. AUl 14 districts of
the state were placed on red alert. According to the Kerala government,
one-sixth of the total population of Kerala had been directly affected by
the floods and related incidents. The Indian government fad declared it a
Level 3 Calamity, or "calamity of a severe nature’. It is the worst flood in

Kerala after the great flood of 99 that happened in 1924.

Thirty-five out of the fifty-four dams within the state were opened for
the first time in history. All five overflow gates of the I1dukKi Dam were
opened at the same time, for the first time in 26 years. Heavy rains in
Wayanad and IdukKi have caused severe landslides and have left the hilly
districts isolated. The situation was regularly monitored by the Prime
Minister, and the National Crisis Management Committee coordinated the

rescue and relief operations.
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Causes

Kerala received heavy monsoon rainfall which is about 256% more than
the usual rain fall in Kerala, on the mid evening of August 8 resulting in
dams filling to capacity; in the first 24 hours of rainfall the state received
310mm (12in) of rain. Almost all dams had been opened since the water
level has risen close to overflow level due to heavy rainfall, flooding local
low-lying areas. For the first time in the state's history, 35 of its 54

dams had been opened.

Most of the regions that were affected by this monsoon were classified as
ecologically-sensitive zones (ESZs) by the Western Ghats Ecology Expert
Panel, the Gadgil Committee. Most of the recommendations and directions
by the committee was either neglected or rejected. Chairman of the
committee Madhav Gadgil accused the state government and its
irresponsible environmental policy for the recent landslides and floods. He

called it a 'man-made calamity’.

The Government of Kerala argued in the Supreme Court that the sudden
release of water from the Mullaperiyar Dam by the Tamil Nadu
government was one of the reasons for the devastating flood in Kerala.
The Tamil Nadu government rejected the argument saying that Kerala
suffered the deluge due to the discharge of excess water from 80 reservoirs
across Kerala, spurred by heavy rains from within the state; It also

argued that the flood surplus from the IdukKi dam is mainly due to the

flows generated from its own independent catchment due to
unprecedented heavy rainfall while the discharge from Mullaperiyar dam

was significantly less.

Though it is difficult to attribute a single event to climate change, its
possible role in causing the heavy rainfall event over Kerala cannot be
discarded. Recent research indicates that rising temperatures have led to
huge fluctuations in the monsoon winds carrying the moisture from the
Arabian Sea, resulting in heavy-to-extreme rains over the Western Ghats

and central India, lasting for two to three days.

Impact

A state official told AFP that 370 people have died, while The Economic
Times has reported that 33,000 people have been rescued. The Kerala
State Disaster Management Authority has placed the state in a red alert
as a result of the intense flooding. A number of water treatment plants
were forced to cease pumping water, resulting in poor access to clean
water, especially in northern districts of the state. Over 3,274 relief
camps have been opened at various locations to accommodate the flood

victims. It is estimated that 1,247,496 people have found shelter in such
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camps. The flooding has affected hundreds of villages, destroyed an
estimated 10,000 Kmn (6,200mi) of roads and thousands of homes have been
damaged or destroyed. The Government has cancelled Onam celebrations,
whose allocated funds have been reallocated to relief efforts. On August
15, Cochin International Airport, India's fourth busiest in terms of
international traffic, and the busiest in the state suspended all operations
until 29 August, following runway flooding. Many schools throughout
the state have been closed, and tourists have been dissuaded or banned
from some districts due to safety concerns. Kochi Metro was closed briefly
on August 16, and has since begqun offering free service to aid those
affected by the flooding. Due to heavy rain and rising water levels the
southern railway has suspended train services on Thiruvananthapuram-

Kottayam-Ernakulam and Ernakulam-Shoranur-Palakkad sections.

Rescue

Being instructed by the Cabinet Secretary, senior officers of Defence
Services, NDRF, NDMA and secretaries of Civilian Ministries conducted
meetings with Kerala Chief Secretary. Following the decisions taken
during these meetings, the Centre launched massive rescue and relief
operations. In one of the largest rescue operations, 40 helicopters, 31
aircraft, 182 teams for rescue, 18 medical teams of defense forces, 58

teams of NDRF and 7 companies of Central Armed Police Forces were
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pressed into service along with over 500 boats and necessary rescue

equipments.

The fishermen from across Kerala were engaged in the flood rescue
missions. According to the government’s estimate, a total of 4,537 from
the fishermen community participated in the rescue operation with 669
fishing boats. They managed to rescue more than 65,000 people from
various districts. Pinarayi Vijayan honoured the fishermen and the
Fisheries Minister J. MercyKutty Amma said that the government will
provide financial aid to repair the fishing boats which were partially
damaged in the rescue operations while new ones will be provided for
those boats which were completely destroyed. According to estimates,
seven boats were completely destroyed, while 452 were partially

destroyed.

Sally Varma of Humane Society International arranged for animals to be
rescued and transported to special shelters that housed affected animals.
Social media has been used to highlight the rescue of multiple animals -
dogs, cats, goats, cows, cattle, ducks and snakes, with animal feed and

medicine transported to affected areas.

A worker with the Humane Society International spoke out against the
tethering and leaving of pets that occurred. “That became a problem. So
many tethered animals just drowned. These animals are natural swimmers,

and it is better to Keep them free so they can swim to higher ground.”
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According to government records more than 8,000 cattle, calves and

buffaloes, 3,297 goats, and 47 dogs have died due to the flooding.

The District Collector of Malappuram, and its Chief of Police have
instructed the police force to save any animal that they encounter during

rescue operations.
