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ADA LOVELACE

Charles Babbage is known as the father of computer. But did you know that it
was actually Ada Lovelace who modified
Babbage's ideas and paved the way for the modern computer? Now let us read about
this remarkable woman.

Born two centuries ago, Ada Lovelace was a pioneer in the field of computer. She
wrote the first published computer program. Ada
Lovelace recognized for the first time that
computers could do much more than just
calculations.

Ada was the daughter of the famous
poet,Lord Byron and Baroness Anne Isabella
Milbanke. She was born on
December 10,1815.Her mother, mathematician,
wanted Ada to learn science, logic,and
mathematics. Ada was a smart and intelligent
girl. She found mathematics interesting. She also loved machines. She spent hours
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looking at diagrams of new machines. She found eagerly devour any new journals she
could get her hands on. One of her hobbies was to design boats and steam-powered
flying machines. This was encouraged by her mother. The Baroness made sure that
Ada was taught by the best minds in England.
Baroness was determined that Ada should
have a strong basic in science and mathematics. In those days, there were no places for
girls in the United Kingdom's universities. However, girls from wealthy,
families could still be educated by private
tutors. Ada was also educated at home.
At the age of 19, Ada met Charles Babbage. He was a mathematics professor at
Cambridge. They became great friends. At that time, there were no machines to solve
P long sums. Babbage had designed a machine that
helped people solve long sums quickly. He then
wanted to create a machine that could think. Ada
~ worked on the design of the machine. In 1843, she
wrote an article describing the machine.
For Babbage, the machine was only a
sophisticated calculator. But Ada wanted a
machine that was much more than that. It would
not just do Math but could also make music. The
machine that she dreamt of is the computer we use today.
Charles Babbage is known the father of computers. But the machine was the
brainchild of Ada Lovelace. Ada Lovelace died on November 27,1852 at the age of 37.

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The Bahmani architectureis blend of Iranian and Indian

elements. They build many mosques, forts and tombs.In 1367
Muhammad shah built the Jami masjid at Gulbarga. Forts were built at
Daulatabad, Narnala, Bidar, Warangal, Golconda, Mudgal and Raichur.
The Daulatabad fort stands on an isolated rock. It is 186
meters high and the outer wall is four and a half kilometres
in circumference, surrounded by a moat. Gateways and towers. The walls
of the Bidar fort is fifteen and half meters high, five kilometres in
circumference, and is surrounded by a triple ditch cut out of rock.

There are series of royal tombs of Firuz Shah and his family
holds a special place among them; it measures 48 metres and has shining
plasters and painted designs inside the wall.
