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Amnita, Pritam
Amrita Pritam (31 August 1919— 31 October 2005) was an Indian novelist,
essayist and poet, who wrote in Punjabi and Hindi.She is
considered the first prominent female Punjabi poet, novelist,
essayist and the leading 20th-century poet of the Punjabi
language, who is equally loved on both sides of the India—
Pakistan border. With-a career spanning over six decades,
she produced over 100 books of poetry, fiction, biographies,
essays, a collection of Punjabi folk songs and an
autobiography that were all translated into several Indian
and foreign languages.

She is best remembered for her poignant poem, Ajj aakhaan Waris Shah nu
(Today I invoke Waris Shah — "Ode to Waris Shah"), an elegy to the 18th-
century Punjabi poet, an expression of her anguish over massacres during the
partition of India. As a novelist, her most noted work was Pinjar ("The
Skeleton"”, 1950), in which she created her memorable character, Puro, an
epitome of violence against women, loss of humanity and ultimate surrender to
existential fate; the novel was made into an award-winning film, Pinjar (2003).

When India was partitioned into the independent states of India and Pakistan in
1947, she migrated from Lahore, to India, though she remained equally popular
in Pakistan throughout her life, as compared to her contemporaries hke Mohan

Singh and Shiv Kumar Batalvi.

Known as the most important voice for the women in Punjabi literature, in
1956, she'became the first woman to win the Sahitya Akademi Award for her
magnum opus, a long poem, Sunehade (Messages) later she received the
Bharatiya Jnanpith, one of India's highest literary awards, in 1982 for Kagaz Te
Canvas (''The Paper and the Canvas"). The Padma Shri came her way in 1969
and fmally, Padma Vlbhushan, India's second hlghest civilian award, in 2004,
and in the same year she was honoured with India's highest literary award,
given by the Sahitya Akademi(India's Academy of Letters), the Sahitya
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Akadémi’FelldWship givéﬁrté* the "immortals of literature” for lifetime
achievement.She wrote her poems mostly for the partition -

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Fidel Alejandro Castro Ruz ( 13 August 1926 — 25 November
2016) was a Cuban communist revolutionary and politician who
governed the Republic of Cuba as Prime Minister from 1959 to
1976 and then as President of the Council of State and Council of
Ministers from 1976 to 2008. A Marxist—Leninist and Cuban
nationalist, Castro also served as the First Secretary of the
Communist Party of Cuba from 1961 until 2011. Under his
administration, Cuba became a one-party communist state, while
industry and business were nationalized and state socialist policies
were implemented throughotit society.

Born in Biran, Oriente as the son of a wealthy Spanish farmer,
Castro adopted leftist anti-imperialist ideas while studying law at
the University of Havana. After participating in rebellions against
right-wing governments in the Dominican Republic and
Colombia, he planned the overthrow of Cuban President
Fulgencio Batista, launching a failed attack on the Moncada
Barracks in 1953. After a year's imprisonment, Castro traveled to
Mexico where he formed a revolutionary group, the 26th of July
Movement, with his brother Raul Castro and Ernesto "Che"
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Guevara. Returning to Cuba, Castro took a key role in the Cuban
Revolution by leading the Movement in a guerrilla war against
Batista's forces from the Sierra Maestra. After Batista's overthrow
in 1959, Castro assumed military and political power as Cuba's
Prime Minister. The United States came to oppose Castro's
government and unsuccessfully attempted to remove him by
assassination, economic blockade, and counter-revolution,
including the Bay of Pigs Invasion of 1961. Countering these
threats, Castro aligned with the Soviet Union and allowed the
Soviets to place nuclear weapons in Cuba, resulting in the Cuban
Missile Crisis — a defining incident of the Cold War— in 1962.

Adopting a Marxist—Leninist model of development, Castro
converted Cuba into a one-party, socialist state under Communist
Party rule, the first in the Western Hemisphere. Policies
introducing central economic planning and expanding healthcare
and education were accompanied by state control of the press and
the suppression of internal dissent. Abroad, Castro supported anti-
imperialist revolutionary groups, backing the establishment of
Marxist governments in Chile, Nicaragua, and Grenada, as well as
sending troops to aid allies in the Yom Kippur, Ogaden, and
Angolan Civil War. These actions, coupled with Castro's
leadership of the Non-Aligned Movement from 1979 to 1983 and
Cuba's medical internationalism, increased Cuba's profile on the
world stage. Following the Soviet Union's dissolution in 1991,
Castro led Cuba through the economic downturn of the "Special
Period", embracing environmentalist and anti-globalization ideas.
In the 2000s, Castro forged alliances in the Latin American "pink
tide" — namely with Hugo Chavez's Venezuela — and signed Cuba
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up to'the Bolivarian Alliance for the Americas. In 20086, Castro
transferred his responsibilities to Vice President Raul Castro, who
was elected to the pre51dency by the National Assembly in 2008.

The longest-servmg non-royal head of state in the 20th and 21st
centuries, Castro polarized opinion throughout the world. His
supporters view him as a champion of socialism and anti-
imperialism whose revolutionary regime advanced economic and
social justice while securing Cuba's independence from US~
Hegemony. Critics view him as a dictator whose administration
oversaw human-rights abuses, the exodus of a large number of
Cubans, and the impoverishment of the‘country's economy: Castro.

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Ernesto "Che'" Guevara (14 June 1928 — 9 October 1967) was an
Argentine Marxist revolutionary, physician, author, guerrilla
leader, diplomat, and military theorist.

As a young medical student, Guevara traveled
throughout South America and was radicalized by
the poverty, hunger, and disease he witnessed. His
burgeoning desire to help overturn what he saw as
the capitalist exploitation of Latin America by the
United States prompted his involvement in
Guatemala's social reforms under President Jacobo
Arbenz, whose eventual ClA-assisted overthrow at
the behest of the United Fruit Company solidified
Guevara's political ideology. Later in Mexico City,
Guevara met Raul and Fidel Castro, joined their 26th
of July Movement, and sailed to Cuba aboard the
yacht Granma with the intention of overthrowing
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U.S.<backed Cuban dictator Fulgencio Batista:
Guevara soon rose to prominence among the
insurgents, was promoted to second in command
and played a pivotal role in the victorious two-year -
guerrilla campaign that deposed the Batista regime.

(January 15, 1929 — April 4 1968) was an American Christian minister and
activist who became the most visible spokesperson and leader in the Civil
Rights Movement from 1955 until his assassination in 1968. Born i in Atlanta
Georgia, King is best known for advancing civil rights ;
through nonviolence and civil disobedience, inspired
by his Christian beliefs and the nonviolent activism ofg :
. Mahatma Gandhi.

King led the 1955 Montgomery bus boycott and in
1957 became the first president of the Southern
Christian Leadership Conference (SCLO). With the
SCLC, he led an unsuccessful 1962 struggle against
segregation in Albany, Georgia, and helped organize
the nonviolent 1963 protests in Birmingham,
Alabama. He helped organize the 1963 March on Washmgton where he
delivered his famous "I Have a Dream" speech.

On October 14,1964, King won the Nobel Peace Prize for ‘combatidg racial
inequality through nonviolent resistance. In 1965, he helped organize the Selma
to Montgoemery marches. The.following yentenced to 99 years in prison for
King's murder, effectively a life sentence as Ray was 41 at the time of
conviction, Ray served 29 years of his sentence and died from hepatms in 1998
whlle in prison.

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The Great Wall of China

is the collective name of a series of fortification systems generally built
across the historical northern borders of China to protect and
consolidate territories of Chinese states and empires against various

nomadic groups of the steppe and their
polities. Several walls were being built r—‘
from as early as the 7th century BC by ey
_ancient Chinese states; selective
Qin‘Shi Huang (220-206 BC), the first g
Emperor of China. Little of the Qin wall

remains. Later on, many successive
dynasties have built and maintained multiple-stretches of border walls.

The most well-known sections of the wall were built by the Ming dynasty
(1368-1644).

Apart’ from defense, other purposes of the Great Wall have mcluded
border controls, allowing the imposition of duties on goods transported
along the Silk Road, regulation or encouragement of trade and the
control of immigration and emigration. Furthermore, the defensive
characteristics of the Great Wall were enhanced by the construction of
watch towers, troop barracks, garrison stations, signaling capabilities
through the means of smoke or fire, and the fact that the path of the
Great Wall also served as a transportation corridor.

The frontier walls built by different dynasties have multiple
courses. Collectively, they stretch from Liaodong in the east to Lop
Lake in the west, from the present-day Sino—-Russian border in the
north to Taohe River in the south; along an arc that roughly
delineates the edge of Mongolian steppe. A comprehensive
archaeological survey, using advanced technologies, has
concluded that the walls built by the Ming dynasty measure

8,850 km (5,500 mi). This-is made up of 6,259 km (3,889 mi)
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sections of actual wall, 359 km (223 mi) of trenches and 2,232 km
(1,387 mi) of natural defensive barriers such as hills and rivers.
Another archaeological survey found that the entire wall with all of
its branches measures out to be 21,196 km (13,171 mi). Today, the
defensive system of the Great Wall is generally recognized as one
of the most impressive architectural feats in history. '
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The Academy Awards, more popularly known as the Oscars, are awards for
artistic and technical meritin‘the film industry.-Given annually by the Academy
of Motion Picture Arts and Sciences (AMPAS), the awards are an international
recognition of excellence in cinematic achievements as assessed by the
Academy's voting membership.

The award was originally sculpted by George Stanley from a design sketch by
Cedric Gibbons.AMPAS first presented it in 1929 at a private dinner hosted by
Douglas Fairbanks in the Hollywood Roosevelt Hotel in what would become
known as the 1st Academy Awards.[3][4] The Academy Awards ceremony was
first broadcast by radio in 1930 and was televised for the first time in 1953. It is
the oldest worldwide entertainment awards ceremony and is now televised live
worldwide. It is-also the oldest of the four major annual American
entertainment awards; its other three equivalents — the Emmy Awards for
television, the Tony Awards for theater, and the Grammy Awards for music —
are modeled after the Academy Awards.

The 91st Academy Awards ceremony, honoring the best films of 2018, was held
on February 24, 2019, at the Dolby Theatre, in L.os Angeles, California. The
ceremony was broadcast on ABC. A'total of 3,096 Oscar statuettes have been
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awarded from the inception of the award through the 91st ceremony. It was the
first ceremony since 1989 not to have a host.

The 92nd Academy Awards Ceremony, which honors the best films of 20 19, will
be held on February 9, 2020. The ceremony will again be broadcast on ABC. It
will take plac:e at the Dolby Theatre in Los Angeles California, for the 18th
consecutive year. .

KBE (16 April 1889 — 25 December 1977) was an English comic actor,
filmmaker, and composer wha rose to fame in the era of silent film. He‘became
a worldwide icon through his screen persona, "The Tramp", and is considered
one of the most important figures in the history of the film industry. His career
spanned more than 75 years, from childhood in'the Victorian era until a year
before his death in 1977, and encompassed both adulation and controversy.

Chaplin's childhood in London was one of poverty and hardship, as his father
was absent and his mother strtiggled financially, and he was sent to a
workhouse twice before the age of nine. When he was 14, his mother was
committed to a mental asylum. Chaplin began performing at an early age,
touring music halls and later working as a stage actor and comedian. At 19, he
was signed to the prestigious Fred Karno company, which took him to America.
He was scouted for the film industry and began appearing in 1914 for Keystone
Studios. He soon developed the Tramp persona and formed a large fan base. He
directed his own films and continued to hone his craft as he moved to the
Essanay, Mutual, and First National corporations. By 1918, he was one of the
best-known figures in the world.

In 1919, Chaplin co-founded the distribution company United Artists, which
gave him complete control over his films. His first feature-length film was The
Kid (1921), followed by A Woman of Paris (1923); The Gold Rush (1925), and
The Circus (1928). He refused to move to sound films in the 1930s, instead
producing City Lights (1931) and Modern Times (1936) without dialogue. He
became increasingly political, and his next film, The Great Dictator, (1940)
satirized Adolf Hitler. The 1940s were a decade marked with controversy for
Chaplin, and his popularity declined rapidly. He was accused of communist
sympathies, while he created scandal through his involvement in a paternity suit
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and his marriages to much younger women. An FBI investigation was opened,
and Chaplin was forced to leave the United States and settle in Switzerland. He
abandoned the Tramp in his later films, which include Monsieur Verdoux
(1947), Limelight (1952), A King in New York (1957), and A Countess from
Hong Kong (1967).

Chaplin wrote, directed, produced, edited, starred in, and composed ‘the music
for most of his films. He was a perfectionist, and his financial independence
enabled him to spend years on the development and production of a picture. His
films are characterized by slapstick combined with pathos, typified in the
Tramp's struggles against adversity. Many contain social and political themes,
as well as autobiographical elements. He received an Honorary Academy Award
for "the incalculable effect-he has had in making motion pictures the art form of
this century" in 1972, as part of a renewed appreciation for his work. He
continues to be held in high regard, with The Gold Rush, City Lights, Modern
Times, and The Great Dictator often ranked on lists of the greatest films of all
time.
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Captain Jack Sparrow is a fictional character and the main
Qrotagonlst of the Pirates of the’Caribbean film series. The

character was created by screenwriters led Elliott and Terry
Rossio and is portrayed by Johnny Depp. The characterization of
Sparrow is based on a combination of The Rolling Stones' S
guitarist Keith Richards and Looney Tunes cartoon character
Pepé L.e Pew. He first appears in the 2003 film Pirates of the

In the films, Sparrow is one of the nine pirate lords in the Brethren
Court, the Pirate Lords of the Seven Seas.

when necessary. Sparrow is introduced seeking to regain his ship,
the Black Pearl, from his mutinous first mate, Hector Barbossa.
Later, he attempts to escape his blood debt to the legendary Davy -

Jones while fighting the East India Trading Company.
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The Pirates of the Caribbean series was inspired by the Disney
theme park ride of the same name, and when the ride was
revamped in 2006, the character of Captain Jack Sparrow was

added to it. He headlined the Legend ot‘ CaQtain Jack SQarrow
attraction at Disney's Hollywood Studios, and is the subject of

spin-off novels, including a children's book series Pirates of the
Caribbean: Jack Sparrow, which chronicles his teenage years.

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Justin Drew Bieber born Mareh 1, 1994) is a Canadian singer and songwriter. Encountered
at 13 years old by talent manager Scooter.

released in late 2009, Bieber became the first artist to have seven

Bieber released his debut studio album My World 2.0 in 2010. It

debuted atnumber one in several countries and contained_the
worldwide hit single "Baby’, which was certified 12x Platinum by 2 4
the Recording Industry Association of America (RIAA). Following his debut album and
promotional tours, he released his 3D biopic-concert film Justin ‘Bieber: Never Say Never.
In years after the releases of the Under the Mistletoe (2011) and Believe (2012), Bieber had
several run-ins with the law internationally before his first arrest in 2014, including when
he was accused of recKless driving in his neighbourhood in 2012, and charged in Brazil
with vandalism in 2013.More than 270,000 people petitioned the White House seeKing to
have him deported from the United States. Although the number of signatures received was
sufficient to require a response under published White House guidelines, the Obama

Administration declined substantive comment on the petition.

Followinyg the controversies surrounding Bieber, his sound became more mature as fie
transitioned into EDM and drifted away from teen pop. Released in 2015, his fourth
studio album Purpose became his most critical and commercially successful album,
spawninyg three Billboard Hot 100 number one singles: “What Do You Mean?', Sorry', and
"Love Yourself'.

Instagram (also known informally as IG or Insta) is an American photo and
video-sharing social networking service owned by Facebook, Inc. It was created

by Kevin Systrom and Mike Krieger, and launched in

October 2010 exclusively on iOS. A version for Android

devices was released a year and half later, in April 2012,
followed by a feature-limited website interface in November|
2012, a Fire OS app on June 15, 2014 and an app for
Windows 10 tablets and computers in October 2016. The
app allows users to upload photos and videos to the service, which can be
edited:with various filters, and organized with tags and location infermation. An
account's posts can be shared publicly or with pre-approved followers. Users
can browse other users' content by tags and locations, and view trending

The service was originally distinguished by only allowing content to be framed
in a squate (1:1) aspect ratio with 640 pixels to'match the display width of the
iPhone at the time. These restrictions were later eased in 2015, with an increase
to 1080 pixels. The service also added messaging features, the ability to include
multiple images or videos in a single post, as well as "Stories"—similar to its
main competitor Snapchat—which allows users to post photos and videos to a
sequential feed, with each post accessible by others for 24 hours each. As of
January 2019, the Stories feature is being used by 500 million users-daily.

After its launch in 2010, Instagram rapidly gained popularity, with one million
registered users in two months, 10 million in a year; and 1 billion as of

May 2019. In April 2012, Facebook acquired the service for approximately
US$1 billion in cash and stock. As of October 2015, over 40 billion photos had
been uploaded to the service. Although praised for its influence, Instagram has
been the subject of criticism, most notably for policy and interface changes,
allegations of censorship, and illegal or improper content uploaded by users.

Initially an English-language encyclopedia,
versions of Wikipedia in other languages were quickly developed. With at least
6,004,457 articles,the English Wikipedia is thelargest of the more than 290
Wikipedia encyclopedias. Overall, Wikipedia comprises more than 40 million
articles in 301 different languages and by February 2014 it had reached 18
billion page views and nearly 500 million‘unique visitors per month.

In 2005, Nature published a peer review comparing 42 hard science articles
from Encyclopeedia Britannica and Wikipedia and found that Wikipedia's level
of accuracy approached that of Britannica, although critics suggested that it
might not have fared so well in a similar study of a random sampling of all
articles or one focused on social science or contentious social issues. The
following year, Time magazine stated that the open-door policy of allowing
anyone to edit had made Wikipedia the biggest and possibly the best
encyclopedia in the world, and was a testament to the vision of Jimmy Wales.

Wikipedia has been criticized for exhibiting systemic bias, for presenting a
mixture of "truth, half truth, and some falsehoods",and for being subject to
manipulation and spin in controversial topics. Wikipedia has been criticized for
gender bias, particularly on its§ English-language site, where the dominant
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majority of editors are male. However, Edit-a-thons have been held to
encourage female editors and increase the coverage of women's topics.
Facebook announced that by 2017 it would help réaders detect fake news by
suggesting links to related Wikipedia articles. YouTube announced a similar
plan in 2018.

Barcelona and colloquially
known as Barca ,1s a Spanish
professional football club
based in Barcelona, Catalonia.

Founded in 1899 by a group of
Swiss, Spanish, English, and Catalan footballers led
by Joan Gamper, the club has become a symbol of
Catalan culture and Catalanism, hence the motto "Més
que un club” ("More than a club”). Unlike many other
football clubs, the supporters own and operate
Barcelona. It is the fourth-most valuable sports team
in the world, worth $4.06 billion, and the world's
second-richest football club in terms of revenue, with
an annual turnover of €690.4 million. The official
Barcelona anthem'is the "Cant del Barca", written by
Jaume Picas and Josep Maria Espinas.

Domestically, Barcelona has won a record 74 trophies;
26 La Liga, 30 Copa del Rey, 13 Supercopa de
Espafia, 3 Copa Eva Duarte, and 2 Copa‘de la Liga
trophies, as well as being the record holder for the
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latter four competitions. In international club football,
the club has won 20 European and-'worldwide titles; 5
UEFA Champions League titles, a record 4 UEFA Cup
Winners' Cup, a joint record 5 UEFA Super Cup, a
record 3 Inter-Cities Fairs Cup, and 3 FIFA Club
World Cup. Barcelona was ranked first in the
International Federation of Football History &
Statistics Club World Ranking for 1997, 2009, 2011,
2012, and 2015 and currently occupies the second
position on the UEFA club rankings. The club has a
long-standing rivalry with Real Madrid; matches
between the two teams are referred to as El Cldsico.

Barcelona is one of the most widely supported teams
in the world, and the club has one of the largest social
media following in the world among sports teams.
Barcelona players have won a record number of
Ballon d'Or awards (12), with recipients-including
Johan Cruyftf, as well as a record number of FIFA
World Player of the Year awards (7), with winners
including Ronaldo, Romario, Ronaldinho, and
Rivaldo. In 2010, three players who came through the
club's youth academy (Lionel Messi, Andres Iniesta,

and Xavi) were chosen as the three best players in the
world in the FIFA Ballon d'Or awards, an
unprecedented feat for players from the same football
school.

Barcelona is one of three founding members of the
Primera Division that have never been relegated from
the top division since its inceptien in 1929, aleng with
Athletic Bilbao and Real Madrid. In 2009, Barcelona
became the first Spanish club.to win the continental
treble consisting of L.a Liga, Copa del Rey, and the
UEFA Champions League, and also became the first
Spanish football club to win six out of six
competitions in a single year, by also winning the
Spanish Super Cup, UEFA Super Cup, and FIFA Club
World Cup. In 2011, the club became European
champions again and won five trophies. This
Barcelona team, which won 14 trophies in just 4 years
under Pep Guardiola, is considered by some in the
sport to be the greatest team of all time. By winning
their fifth Champions League trophy on6 June 2015,
Barcelona became the first European club in history to
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achieve the continental treble twice. The highest paid
sports team in the world, in November 2018
Barcelona became the first sports team with average
first-team pay in excess of £10m ($13.8m) per year.,

Marquez won the 2010 125cc World Championship, the 2012 Moto2 World Championship, and the
2013, 2014, 2016, 2017, 2018 and 2019 MotoGP World Championships. Marquez became the first
rider since Kenny Roberts i in 1978 to accomplish the premier class title in his first season, and the
youngest to win the title overall. In 2014 he defended his title, winning the championship with three
rounds to spare, during which he won ten races in a row. He is the older brother of 2014 Moto3
world champion and 2019 Moto2.world champion Alex Marquez. Mérquez equalled.the all-time /
Grand Prix record for pole positions at the age of 23 in 2016. Marquez secured the 2016 title with
three rounds to spare at Motegi and sealed the title at Valencia in the final round of 2017. He then
went on to win the 2018 title with three races to spare and became the third highest all time Grand
Prix winner. He secured the 2019 title with four races-to spare at the Chang International Circuit in
Buriram, Thailand, marking his 8th world championship and 6th premier class championship. He -
finished the 2019 season with a records points tally of 420, the most ever by any rlder in a single

“born 5 February 1985) is a Portuguese professional footballer who plays as a
forward for Serie A club Juventus and captains the Portugal national team.

He
has won 29 trophies in his career, including six league titles, five UEFA

Born and raised in Madeira, Ronaldo began his senior club career playing for

winning the FA Cup in his first season, he helped United win three successive
Premier League titles, the UEFA Champions League, and the FIFA Club World
Cup;-at age 23, he won his first Ballon d'Or. In 2009, Ronaldo was‘the subject
of the then-most expensive association football transfer when signed for Real
Madrid in a transfer worth €94 million (£80 million). There, Ronaldo won 15
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trophies, including two'lLa Liga titles, two Copas del Rey, and four UEFA
Champions League titles, and became the club's all-time top goalscorer. After
joining Madrid, Ronaldo finished runner-up for the Ballon d'Or three times,
behind Lionel Messi—his perceived careerrival—before winning back-to-back
Ballons d'Or from 2013-2014 and again from 2016-2017. After winning a third
consecutive Champions League title in 2018, Ronaldo became the first player to
win the trophy five times. In 2018, he signed for Juventus in a transfer- worth an
initial €100 million (£88 million), the highest ever paid by an Italian club and
the highest ever paid for a player over 30 years old. With the Italian outfit, he
has won one Serie A and one Supercoppa Italiana.

A Portuguese international, Ronaldo was named the best Portuguese player of
all time by the Portuguese Football Federation in 2015. He made his senior
debut in 2003 at age 18, and has since earned over 160 caps, iﬁcluding
appearing and scoring in ten major tournaments, becoming Portugal's most
capped player and his country's all-time top goalscorer. He scored his first
international goal at Euro 2004 and helped Portugal reach the final of the
competition. He assumed full captaincy in July 2008, leading Portugal to their
first-ever triumph in a major tournament by winning Euro 2016, and received
the Silver Boot as the second-highest goalscorer of the tournament. He became
the highest European international goalscorer of all-time in 2018.

One of the most marketable athletes in the world, Ronaldo was ranked the
~world's highest-paid athlete by Forbes-in 2016 and 2017 and-as the world's
most famous athlete by ESPN from 2016 to 2019. Time included him on their

European Cups / UEFA Champions Leagues, one
European Cup Winners' Cup, a joint national record
of three UEFA Cups, two UEFA Super Cups and a joint
national record of one UEFA Intertoto Cup.
Consequently, the side leads the historical
Federazione Italiana Giuoco Calcio (FIGC) rankmg
whilst on the international stage occupies the 5th
pos:tlon in Europe and the eleventh in the world for
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most confederation titles won with eleven trophies,
having led the UEFA ranking during seven seasons
since its inception in 1979, the most for an Italian
team and joint second overall.

Founded with the name of Sport-Club Juventus, initially as
an athletics club, it is the second oldest of its kind-still
active in the country after Genoa's football section (1893)
and has competed uninterruptedly in the top flight league
(reformulated as Serie’A from 1929) since its debut in 1900
after changing its name to Foot-Ball Club Juventus, with the
exception of the 2006-07 season, being managed by the
industrial Agnelli family almost continuously since 1923.
The relationship between the club and that dynasty is the
oldest and longest in national sports, making Juventus the
first professional sporting club ante litteram in the country,
having established itself as a major force in the national
stage since the 1930s and at confederation level since the
mid-1970s and becoming one of the first ten wealthiest in
world football in terms of value, revenue and profit since
the mid-1990s, being listed on the Borsa italiana since
2001.

Under the management of Giovanni Trapattoni, the club
won“13 trophies in the ten years before 1986, including six
league titles and five international titles, and became the
first to win all three seasonal competitions organised by the
Union of European Football Associations: the 1976-77 UEFA
Cup (first Southern European side to do so), the 1983-84
Cup Winners' Cup and the 1984-85 European Champions'
Cup.-With successive triumphs in the 1984 European Super
Cup and 1985 Intercontinental Cup, it became the first and
thus far only in the world to complete a clean sweep of all
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confederation trophies; an achievement that they
revalidated with the title won in the 1999 UEFA Intertoto
Cup after another successful era led by Marcello Lippi,
becoming in addition the only professional Italian club to
have won every ongoing honour available to the first team
and organised by a national or international football
association. In December 2000, Juventus was ranked
seventh in the FIFA's historic ranking of the best clubs in
the world and nine years later was ranked second best club
in Europe during the 20th Century based on a statistical
study series by the International Federation of Football
History & Statistics (IFFHS), the highest for an Italian clubin
both.

The club's fan base is the largest at national level and one
of the largest worldwide. Unlike most European sporting
supporters' groups, which are often concentrated around
their-own club's city-of origin, it is widespread throughout
the whole country and the Italian diaspora, making
Juventus a symbol of anticampanilismo ("anti-
parochialism") and italianita ("ltalianness"). Juventus
players have won eight Ballon d'Or awards, four of these in
consecutive years (1982-1985, an overall record), among
thesé the first player representing Serie A, Omar Sivori, as
well as Michel Platini and three of the five recipients with
Italian nationality as the former member of the youth
sector Paolo Rossi; they have also won four FIFA World
Player of the Year awards, with winners as Roberto Baggio
and Zinédine Zidane, a national record and third and joint
second highest overall, respectively, in the cited prizes.
Additionally, players representing the club have won 11
Serie A‘Footballer of the Year awards including the only
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goalkeeper to win it; Gianluigi Buffon, and 17 different
players were inducted in the Serie A Team of the Year,
being both also a record. Finally, the club has also provided
the most players to the Italy national team—mostly in
official competitions in almost uninterrupted way since
1924—who often formed the group that led the Azzurri
squad to international success, most importantly in the
1934, 1982 and 2006 FIFA World Cups.

(born 5 July 1995) is an Indian professional badminton player.
Having made her international debut in"2009, she rose to a career
high ranking of no. 2 in April 2017. Over the course of her career,
Pusarla has won medals at multiple tournaments including -
Olympics and on the BWF circuit ihcluding a gold at the 2019
World Championships thus becoming first Indian to become the
Badminton World Champion.

Pusarla broke into the top 20 of the BWF World Ranking in
September 2012 at the age of 17. Beginning in 2013, Pusarla won
a medal at every world championships, with the exception of
2015. She is just the second woman after Zhang Ning to win five
or more medals at the world championships. Pusarla represented
India at the 2016 Summer Olympics, becoming the first Indian
badminton playerto reach a final. She won the sﬂver medal after
losmg out to Spain's Carolina Marin.

Pusarla won her first superseries title at the 2016 China Open and
followed it up with four more finals in 2017, winning the titles in
South Korea and India. In addition to that, she has won a silver
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medeﬂ each at the 2018 Commonwealth" Games and 2018 Asian
Games, and two bronze medals at the Uber Cup.

With earnings of US$8.5 and $5.5 million respectively, Pusarla
made the Forbes' list of Highest-Paid Female Athletes in 2018 and
2019. She is the recipient of the sports honour Rajiv Gandhi Khel
Ratna, and India's fourth highest civilian award, the Padma Shri - ~
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Sachin Ramesh Tendulkar-

born 24°April 1973 is an Indian former international cricketer and
a former captain of the Indian national team. He is widely
regarded as one of the greatest batsmen in the history of cricket.
He is the highest run scorer of all time in International cricket.
Tendulkar took up cricket at the age of eleven, made his Test debut
on 15 November 1989 against Pakistan in‘Karachi at the age of
sixteen, and went on to represent Mumbai domestlcally and India
internationally for close to twenty-four years. He is the only player
to have scored one hundred international centuries, the first
batsman to score a double century in an ODI, the holder of the
record for the most runs in both Test and ODI, and the only.player
to complete more than 30,000 runs in international cricket. He is -
colloquially known as Little Master or Master Blaster, In 2001,
Sachin Tendulkar became the first batsman to complete 10,000«
ODI runs in his 259 innings. In 2002, halfway through his career,
Wisden Cricketers' Almanack ranked him the second greatest Test
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batsman of all time, behind Don Bradrﬁan, and the second greatest
ODI batsman of all time, behind Viv Richards. Later in his career,
Tendulkar was a part of the Indian team that won the 2011 World
Cup, his first win in six World Cup appearances for India. He had
previously been named "Player of the Tournament" at the 2003
edition of the tournament, held in South Africa. In 2013,-he was
the only Indian cricketer included in an all-time Test World XI
named to mark the 150th anmversary of Wisden Crlcketers

Tendulkar received the Arjuna Award in 1994 for his outstanding
sporting achievement,‘the Rajiv Gandhi Khel Ratna award in
1997, India's highest sporting honour, and the Padma Shri and
Padma Vibhushan awards in 1999 and 2008, respectively, India's
fourth and second highest civilian awards. After a few hours of his
final match on 16 November 2013, the Prime Minister's Office
announced the decision to award him the Bharat Ratna, India's =
highest civilian award.

Real Madrid Club de Fiitbol meaning Roydl Madrid Football Club),
commonly referred to as Real Madrid, is a Spanish professional football club
based in Madrid.

Founded on 6 March 1902+as‘Madrid Football €lub,
the club has traditionally worn a white home kit since
inception. The word real is Spanish for "royal" and
was bestowed to the club by King Alfonso XIII in
1920 together with the royal crown in the emblem.
The team has played its home matches in the 81,044-
capacity Santiago Bernabéu Stadium in downtown
Madrid since 1947. Unlike most European sporting entities, Real Madrid's
members (socios) have owned and operated the club throughout its history.

The club was estimated to be worth €3.8 billion ($4.2 billion)-in 2019, and it
was the highest-earning football club in the world, with an annual revenue of
€750.9 million in 2018.[6][7] The club is one of the most widely supported
teams.in the world.[8] Real Madrid is one of three founding members of La
Liga that have never been relegated from the top division since its inception in
1929, along with Athletic Bilbao and Barcelona. The club holds many long-
standing rivalries, most notably El Cldsico with Barcelona and El Derbi with
Atlético Madrid.

Real Madrid established itself as a major force in both Spanish and European
football during the 1950s, winning five consecutive European Cups‘and
reaching the final seven times. This success was replicated in the league, which
the club won five times in the space of seven years. This team, which consisted
of players such as Alfredo Di Stéfano, Ferenc Puskas, Francisco Gento, and
Raymond Kopa, is considered by some in the sport to be the greatest team of all
time. In domestic football, the club has won 65 trophies; a record 33 La Liga
titles, 19 Copa del Rey, 11 Supercopa de Espana, a Copa Eva Duarte, and a
Copa de la Liga. In European and worldwide competitions, the club has won a
record 26 trophies; a record 13 European Cup/UEFA Champions League titles,
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two UEFA Cups and four UEFA Super' Cups. In international football, they
have achleved a record seven club world champlonshlps

Real Madrld was recognised as the FIFA Club of the 20th Ceritury on 11 ,
December 2000, and received the FIFA Centennial Order of Merit on 20 May
2004. The club was also awarded Best European Club of the 20th Century by
the IFFHS on 11 May 2010. In June 2017, the team succeeded in becoming the .
first club to win back to back Champions Leagues, then made it three in a row
in May 2018, extending their lead atop the UEFA club rankings.
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Lionel Andrés Messi Cuccittini

born 24 June 1987 is an Argentine professional footballer who plays as a
forward and captains both Spanish club Barcelona and the Argentina
national team. Often considered the best player in the world and widely
regarded as one of the greatest players of all time, Messi has won a record
six Ballon d’Or awards, and a record six Eueopean Golden Shoes. He has
spent his entire professional career with Barcelona, where he has won a
club-record 34 trophies, including ten La Liga titles, four UEFA
Champions League titles and six Copas del Rey. A prolific goalscorer and
a creative playmaker, Messi holds the records for most goals in La Liga
(433), a La Liga and European league season (50), most hat-tricks in La
Liga (35) and the UEFA Champions League (8), and most assists’in La
Liga (174) and the Copa América (13). He has scored over 700 senior
career goals for club and country.

Born and raised in central Argentina, Messi relocated to Spain to join
Barcelona at age 13, for whom he made his competitive debut aged 17 in
October 2004. He established himself as an integral player for the club
within the next three years, and in his first uninterrupted season in 2008—
09 he helped Barcelona achieve the first treble in Spanish football; that
year, aged 22, Messi won his first Ballon d'Or. Three successful seasons
followed, with Messi winning three consecutive Ballons d'Or, including an
unprecedented fourth. During the 2011-12 season, he set the La Liga and
European records for most goals scored in a single season, while
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estabhshlng himself as Barcelona s all time top scorer The followmg two
seasons, Me551 flIllShed second for the Ballon d' Or behmd Crlsttano
