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WAGGLE DANCE - BEES

A worker bee’s path involves running through a
small figure-eight pattern. This is also called
waggle dance of the bees. This is to tell the other
bees in the hive the location of food. The speed of
their dance tells the bees how far they are from
their food.

Flowers located directly in line with the sun are
represented by waggle runs in an upward direction
on the vertical combs, and any angle to the right or
left of the sun is coded by a corresponding angle to

the right or left of the upward direction. The

distance between hive and recruitment target is
encoded in the duration of the waggle phase, with
a rate of increase of about 75 milliseconds per 100

metres.
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Waggle dancing bees that have been in the
hive for an extended time adjust the angles of their
dances to accommodate the changing direction of
the sun. Therefore, bees that follow the waggle run
of the dance are still correctly led to the food
source even though its angle relative to the sun

has changes.

The females do all the work in the hive. The
deone’s only job is to mate with a queen. A single
ounce of honey can feel a honey bee’s flight all the
