Rabbits need to be fed at least four times a day. Rabbits in the
wild eat dry /fresh grass, leafy plants, tender twigs, sprouts,
fruits, and seeds. Feed your rabbits mainly oat, straw and hay
(dry, grass). Hay is rich in calcium, protein, vitamins A andD,
etc... and promotes healthly teeth and good digestion. You can
also add alfalfa hay to their diet, but not too much. The diet
should consist of 75%leafy greens, 15%vegetables
and10%fruits. Greens such as lettuce, kale, cauliflower leaves,
knol khol leaves, carrot tops, cucumber leaves, mint leaves,
wheatgrass, basil, turnip leaves, coriander, and feed your
rabbits a mix of Greens instead of the same thing every day. An
indicator that your rabbits are healthly is to see whether they
eat their fruits or not. Friuts such as apples, pears, cherries,
peaches, plums, papayas mangoes berries peeled bananas,
melonswith peel and seeds are some good options. All fresh
food should be washed very well before serving them to your
rabbits. Also, keep a watch on their stools. If you see sofer
stools that persist over a couple of day, change their diet. There
is no need for any vaccinations. Just make sure that there are
no dogs around them and that the rabbits don't burrow under
fences to escape. They should be kept free for most of the day
and put into their pens at night.

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SACHIN THE LEGEND

Sachin Ramesh Tendulkar ; born 24 April 1973) is a former
Indian international cricketer and a former captain of the Indian
national team, regarded as one of the greatest batsman of all
time.[4] He is the highest run scorer of all time in International
cricket. Tendulkar took up cricket at the age of eleven, made his
Test debut on 15 November 1989 against Pakistan in Karachi at
the age of sixteen, and went on to represent Mumbai
domestically and India internationally for close to twenty-four
years. He is the only player to have scored one hundred
international centuries, the first batsman to score a double
century in a ODI, the holder of the record for the most number
of runs in both Test and ODI, and the only player to complete
more than 30,000 runs in international cricket.[5] He is
colloquially known as Little Master or Master Blaster,[6][7][8]
[9] and often referred to as the God of Cricket by Indian cricket
followers.[10][11] In 2001, Sachin Tendulkar became the first
batsman to complete 10,000 ODI runs in his 259 innings.[12] In
2002, halfway through his career, Wisden Cricketers' Almanack
ranked him the second greatest Test batsman of all time,
behind Don Bradman, and the second greatest ODI batsman of
all time, behind Viv Richards.[13] Later in his career, Tendulkar




was a part of the Indian team that won the 2011 World Cup, his
first win in six World Cup appearances for India.[14] He had

previously been named "Player of the Tournament" at the 2000

edition of the tournament, held in South Africa. In 2013, he was
the only Indian cricketer included in an all-time Test World XI
named to mark the 150th anniversary of Wisden Cricketers'
Almanack.[15][16][17]

Tendulkar received the Arjuna Award in 1994 for his
outstanding sporting achievement, the Rajiv Gandhi Khel Ratna
award in 1997, India's highest sporting honour, and the Padma

Shri and Padma Vibhushan awards in 1999 and 2008,
respectively, India's fourth and second highest civilian awards.
[18] After a few hours of his final match on 16 November 2013,

the Prime Minister's Office announced the decision to award
him the Bharat Ratna, India's highest civilian award.[19][20] He

is the youngest recipient to date and the first ever

sportsperson to receive the award.[21][22] He also won the
2010 Sir Garfield Sobers Trophy for cricketer of the year at the
ICC awards.[23] In 2012, Tendulkar was nominated to the Rajya
Sabha, the upper house of the Parliament of India.[24] He was

also the first sportsperson and the first person without an

aviation background to be awarded the honorary rank of group
captain by the Indian Air Force.[25] In 2012, he was named an

Honorary Member of the Order of Australia.[26][27]

In 2010, Time magazine included Sachin in its annual Time 100
list as one of the "Most Influential People in the World".[28] In
December 2012, Tendulkar announced his retirement from ODIs.
[29] He retired from Twenty20 cricket in October 2013[30] and
subsequently retired from all forms of cricket on 16 November
2013 after playing his 200th Test match, against the West
Indies in Mumbai's Wankhede Stadium.[31] Tendulkar played
664 international cricket matches in total, scoring 34,357 runs.

Galileo Galilel

(1564-1642)

Galileo Galilei was born on 15 February 1564 near Pisa, the son
of a musician. He began to study medicine at the University of
Pisa but changed to philosophy and mathematics. In 1592, he
moved to become mathematics professor at the University of
Padua, a position he held until 1610. During this time he
worked on a variety of experiments, including the speed at
which different objects fall, mechanics and pendulums.

In 1632, he was again condemned for heresy after his book
‘Dialogue Concerning the Two Chief World Systems' was
published. This set out the arguments for and against the
Copernican theory in the form of a discussion between two
men. He was convicted and sentenced to life imprisonment,
later reduced to permanent house arrest at his villa in Arcetri,

south of Florence.

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HOW RAIN OCCURS

When air cools, the water in it condenses around dust or other
particles in the air,

called condensation nuclei. These small droplets then become
visible as clouds. As

more and more droplets join together they become too heavy
and fall from the cloud

as rain.

Clouds form from water or ice that has evaporated from Earth’s
surface, or from

plants that give off water and oxygen as a product of
photosynthesis. When it

evaporates—that is, rises from Earth’s surface into the
atmosphere—water is in the

form of a gas, water vapour. Water vapour turns into clouds
when it cools and

condenses—that is, turns back into liquid water or ice. In order
to condense, the water

vapour must have a solid to glom onto. This solid “seed” may
be a speck of dust or

pollen, or a drop of water or crystal of ice. Dew is water vapour




that has condensed

back onto Earth’s surface—on grass or a car’s windshield, for
example. Rain is when

water falls from clouds in droplets that are bigger than 0.5 mm.
Droplets of water that

are about 0.2mm to 0.45mm big are called drizzle. Rain is a
kind of precipitation.

Precipitation is any kind of water that falls from clouds in the
sky, like rain, hail, sleet

and snow. It is measured by a rain gauge. Rain is part of the
water cycle.

Clouds will often absorb smoke to create rain, commonly
referred to as &quot;nature&#39;s

laundry&quot; due to this process.

Some places have frequent rain. This makes rainforests. Some
have little rain. This

makes deserts. Rain probably exists in the atmosphere of
Venus, where it is sulfuric

acid. Titan may also have rain, where it is methane.
