Shutters of many dams across
Kerala were opened as the water level
crossed the dangerous mark in the
reservoirs. Rescue teams from the army,
navy and air force were deployed .It

this year rain and floods have claimed more
than 800 lives in seven states.

According to the national
emergency response centre in Uttar
Pradhesh, West Bengal, Maharashtra,
Gujarat, Rajasthan, Assam and Nagaland
were the other states that witnessed heavy
rains and floods. Flood is the natural
phenomenon but human activists can make it
worse with India witnessing repeated floods
immediate efforts must be made to instigate
the impacts of such disasters.
