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Dr. A.P.J. ABDUL KALAM
SHORT ESSAY

He was popularly known as Missile Man of India and also he was a teacher, scientist and
people’s president. He rose from humble beginnings, encouraged himself to all, especially youngsters.
He truly believed in the power of the youth to transform India and he knew the crucial role teachers
plays in shaping their future. Perhaps that's why he had said in his interview, “If the people remember
me as a good teacher, that will be the biggest honour for me.... Teaching is a very noble profession
that shapes the character, calibre and future of an individual...” Kalam contributed immensely both as
a scientist and as a president. A strong advocate for India’s self reliance in defence technologies, he
was at the forefront of the country’s efforts to develop space programme. In 1980, under his guidance
as project director, the Rohini satellite was successfully put into orbit using the first indigenously made
launch vehicle S L V- 3.

He was born on October 15, 1931, in Rameswaram in Tamil Nadu, Kalam spent his childhood
in the temple town. He joined the D R D O after studying physics and aerospace engineering. Initially
focus on defence and space research. He later moved on to the country’s Missile programme. His
contribution towards the development of ballistic Missiles earned him the name. “Missile man of India.”
Kalam was a great source of inspiration to children. He won several prestigious awards including the
Bharat Ratna , had many inspiring thought to share with the children. Kalam, who assumed office as
the 11t president in July 2002,was the first scientist to occupy the Rashtrapati Bhavan. He was in
office till 2007. Respected by one and all, he came to be fondly called the people’s president. His busy
schedule as president never obstruct him from spending time with student community. When Kalam
visited the International space Development Conference at San Diego, California, a group of Indian
students spotted him at the dining table. Without hesitation he asked them to eat from his plate. One
student took a leaf of spinach from the salad from his plate and later he considered it to be a leaf of
inspiration from the humble president. He loves nature very much. Even minutes before his end on
July 27,2015 at the 1IM Shillong. Kalam was delivering a lecture to students.
