	GANDHI MAHATMA GANDHI was bon on october 2,1869 in Porbandar India Gandhi's real name is MOHANDAS KARAMCHAND GANDHI.He is called Mahatma because Mahatma means ''GREAT SOUL''and was called this for his mind on the matter of Indian rights.He was devotal to helping the Indian people Gandhiji got married at the age of 13 to a woman named KASTURBA.Now like all the weddings of this time and in INDIA.It was on arranged marriage and that just means that his parents chose who and when he would marry usually the woman that is being married be family gives a ''dowry'' as payment being married to their son.He then went to South Africa and lived there for twenty one years from 1893 to 1914.He worked on achieving the Indian rights bill.                                                Gandhiji was one of the greatest Indian of all time He is called the ''father of our Nation''.His original name was Mohandas Karamchand Gandhi in 1894,he formed the Indian Nated Congress to fight for the civil rights of the Indian community inSouth Africa.He returned to India in 1915.Later,he was the president of Indian National Congress.He protested against the MIS-rule of the British government .He had been associated with several National movements during Indians struggle for Independence such as Non-co operation movement in 1920 Satyagraha,Quit India movement in 1942,etc on several occasions he was sent to prison      There was wide participation of women in the freedom movements led by Gandhiji             SAIT SATYAGRAHA OR DANDI MARCH was a protest against the tax regims of british in India Gandhiji produced salt at Dandi without paying the salt tax.The civil disobedience movement got support of millions of common people.In 1942,Gandhiji raised the 'Quit India' slogan Gandhiji asked the British government to ''Quit India''.The QUIT INDIA MOVEMENT was the most powerful movement launched by Gandhi to end the British rule in India.He gave the famous slogan of ''DO OR DIE'' for the freedom of mother country.Finally,India won its Independence on 15th day of aogust in 1947
