ASHIZH JAISOM
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KOZHIKODE

Kozhikode is a coastal city in the south Indian state of Kerala. It
was a significant spice trade centre and is close to Kappad Beach, where Portuguese
explorer Vasco da Gama landed in 1498. The central Kozhikode Beach, overlooked by
an old lighthouse, is a popular spot for

watching the sunset. Inland, tree-lined

Mananchira Square, with its musical fountain,
surrounds the massive Mananchira Tank, an
artificial pond. Kozhikode is a town with a longf -
recorded history. From time immemorial, the
city has attracted travellers with its
prosperity. It has traded in spices like black
pepper and cardamom mainly with Arabs
Jews, Phoenicians, and Chinese for more than 500 years. As Kozhikode offered full
freedom and security, the Arab and the Chinese merchants preferred it to all other
ports. The globe-trotter Ibn Battuta (AD. 1342-47) said, "We came next to Kalikut,
one of the great ports of the district of Malabar, and in which merchants of all parts

are found.”

Kozhikode was the capital of Malabar during the time of Sri
Samoothiri Maharajahs, who ruled the region before the British took over. The city's
first recorded contact with Europe was when Vasco da Gama landed at Kappad (18 km
north) in May 1498, among the leaders of a trade mission from Portugal. He was

received by his highness Sri Samoothiri Maharajah.

Feroke is a prominent administrative and commercial town located
adjacent to the city of Kozhikode. The remnants of Tipu Sultan’s Fort area telltale of
the Mysore Emperor's dream to make Farookabad, now Ferok, his new capital, but that
dream was never realized. Known as Farookabad during the reign of Tipu Sultan, he
wanted to make Farookabad (meaning ‘town of victory’) his capital when he conquered
Malabar in 1788. But it came under the jurisdiction of the British when he was

defeated.

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The Samoothiri

Kozhikode and its suburbs formed part of the
Polanad kingdom ruled by the Porfatiri. The Era dis
of Nediyirippu in Eranad wanted an outlet to the
sea, to initiate trade and commerce with the distant
lands. and after fighting with the king Polatthiri fo
48 years conquered the area around Panninankara.
After this, Menokki became the ruler of Polanad and
came to terms with the troops and people. Afte
this, the town of Kozhikode was founded close to the
palace at Tali. Then, the Era dis shifted thei
headquarters from Nediyirippu to Kozhikode.

The Governor of Ernad built a fort at a place called Velapuram to
safequard his new interests. The fort most likely lent its name to Koyl Keofta the
precursor to Kozhikode. Thus the city came into existence sometime in the 13th
century CE. The status of Udaiyavar increased and he became known as Swami
Nambiyathiri Thirumulpad, and eventually Samuri or Samoothiri. Europeans called him

ina corrupt form as Zamorin.

According to K.V. Krishna Iyer, the rise of Kozhikode is at once a cause
and a consequence of Samoothiri's ascendancy in Kerala. By the end of the century,
Samoothiri was at the zenith of his powers with all princes and chieftains of Kerala

north of Kochi acknowledging his suzerainty.

kinds of activities contribute to children's
development and to the welfare of their families; they provide them with skills and
experience, and help to prepare them to be productive members of society during their
adult life.

The term “child labour” is often defined as work that
deprives children of their childhood, their potential and their dignity, and that is
harmful to physical and mental development .It refers to work that:

*is mentally, physically, socially or morally dangerous and harmful to children;

"interferes with their schooling by:

*requiring them to attempt to combine school attendance with excessively long

and heavy work.

In its most extreme forms, child labour inveolves children being
enslaved, separated from their families, exposed to serious hazards and illnesses
and/or left to fend for themselves on the streets of large cities - often at a very early
age. Whether or not particular forms of “work” can be called “child labour” depends
on the child's age, the type and hours of work performed, the conditions under which
it is performed and the objectives pursued by individual countries.

The guppy (Poecilia

reticulata), also known as million fish and

rainbow fish, is one of the world's most]
widely distributed tropical fish, and one of
the most popular fresh water aguariu
fish species. It is a member of the family
Poeciliidae and, like almost all America
members of the family, is live-bearing. Guppies, whose natural range is in north east
South America, were introduced to many habitats and are now found all over the
world. They are highly adaptable and thrive in many different environmental and
ecological conditions. Male guppies, which are smaller than females, have ornamental
caudal and dorsal fins. Wild guppies generally feed on a variety of food sources,
including benthic algoe and aquatic insect larvae. Guppies are used as a model

organism in the fields of ecelogy, evelution, and behavioural studies.

Taxonomy

Guppies  were fir

described in Venezuela as Poecilia
reticulata by Wilhelm Peters in 1859
and as Llebistes poecilioides |
Barbados by De Filippi in 1861. It wa
named Girardinus guppii by Albert
Gunther in honour of Robert Joh
Lechmere Guppy, who sent specimens

of the species from Trinidad to the MNatural History Museum in London. It was
reclassified as Lebistes reticulatus by Regan in 1913. Then in 1963, Rosen and Bailey
brought it back to its original name, Poecilia reticulata . While the taxonomy of the
species was frequently changed and resulted in many synonyms, "quppy"” remains the
commen name even as Girardinus guppii is now considered a junior synonym of

Vallathol was born on 16" October 1878 in Chenara in Malappuram District of
Kerala. Even though he lacked formal education, he gained training in Sanskrit
language. Narayana Mencn founded Kerala Kalamandalam in 1927 through which he
catalyzed the revitalization of Kathakali, a traditional dance from Kerala

His first poem was born at his age of 12. Earliest published works of him were
kiratha satakam and vyasa vataram. And one of the major works of him in literatures
rendition of Valmiki's Ramayana to malayalam language. He wrote many poems on the
subjects from nature, erdinary people, caste system that existed in the society then
etc. He was also known for chitrayogam , Badhiravilapam, Gangapati, etc. {all are

poems)

He served Kerala Sahithya Parishath as the president for 10 years. Vallathel
was the first president of Kerala Sahithya Academy. He died on 13" March 1958 in
Kerala. His poems are respected by all literature lovers. In addition to his works as a
poet, he also served the nation by fighting against the cast system. He preached and
followed the principles of Mahatma Gandhi. The death of Mahakavi Vallathel is a great
loss for the whole Kerala State and for the Nation India...
