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The psychology of procrastination : why we delay and how
to overcome it
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Why do we procrastinate?

All its core, procrastination is not about laziness or poor time
management. It is often an emotional-regulation problem. We delay
tasks to avoid negative feelings associated with them, such as anxiety,
fear, or self-doubt. Psychologists describe this as short-term mood
repair. When a task feels unpleasant, our brain seeks immediate relief
by avoiding it.Neuroscientific research shows that procrastination
involves a battle between two brain regions:

- the limbic system, responsible for emotion and pleasure-seeking
behaviour,




- and also the prefrontal cortex, which governs planning and self-
control.

When the limbic system overrides the prefrontal cortex, we choose
temporary comfort over long-term goals. In other words, our brain
prioritizes feeling good now rather than succeeding later

— The Impact on Mental Health :

Chronic procrastination is not just a productivity issue, it's linked to
poorer mental health.

Studies show strong associations between procrastination and stress,
anxiety, depression, and low self-esteem..

How to Overcome Procrastination?

1. *Acknowledge the emotion behind it*. Recognize that
procrastination is often emotional, not logical. Ask yourself what
feeling you are trying to avoid.. fear, boredom, or overwhelm —
and address them directly.

2. *Break tasks into small steps*. Large goals feel intimidating, but
breaking them into smaller manageable pieces makes it easier to start
and maintain momentum.

3. *¥Use the five-minute rule*. Commit to working for just five
minutes. Starting is usually hardest; once you begin, you’ll likely
keep going.

4. *Reward progress, not just completion*. Celebrate small wins to
reinforce forward movement.

5. *Be kind to yourself*. Practice self-compassion; avoid harsh
self-criticism.
