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HARRIET BEECHER STOWE

Harriet beecher stowe was born on June 14,1811 at Litch field,Connecticut, and died on july1,
1896.she was the second daughter of the outspoken religious leader Lyman beecher and Roxana
Foote, a deeply religious woman who died when stowe was only four years old .Beecher Stowe
married Callvin Ellis Stoowe, Aprofessor at the seminary and an ardentbcritic of slavery. The entire
family including Harriet Beecher supported and helped slaves by all means.

She was an American abolitionist and author. Her novel Uncle Tom's Cabin [1852]describes the life
of African-Americans under slavery.

Her major works include The May flwer or sketches of Scenes and Characters Among the
Descendants of the pilgrims [1834], A Key to Uncle Tom's Cabin [1853], , A Tale of the Great
Dismal Swamp [1856], The Minister's Wooing [1859], Agnes of Sorrento [1862]' The Pearl of Orr's
Island [1862].
