Pooram is the most colourful and spectacular temple festival of Kerala. The word pooram literally
means a group or a meeting . It was believed that every year the dynastic gods and goddesses of
neighbouring provinces met together for a day of celebration.

Thrissur pooram is held in the malayalam month of medam (April — May ). This was introduced
during the reign of Sakthan Thampuran (1775-1790),the Raja of Kochi.

Pooram is a festival of festival. It is a gathering of suburban gods before the presiding deity at the
great Vadakkunatha temple (Siva temple) in Thrissur. The gods and their followers from the
neighbouring temples arrive for the meeting on decorated tuskers. The coming together of these divine
processions at the festival venue is a really a welcome sight. Devotees and spectators from all parts of
the state and even outside, through for the ‘Pooram’.

two groups representating the main areas of Trissur, Paramekkavu and Thiruvambadi, complete to
add to the sple dour of Pooram. In the evenings both teams face each other on the ground south to the
temple with arrays of 15 richly decorated elephants.

Between the two lines of elephants stands percussion and wind orchestras. The main attraction is
Kudamattam (change of umbrellas). It is the twist and rhythemic change of brightly coloured umbrellas
over the elephants . This is very much applauded by the spectators. This continues till sunset when the
elephants depart.
